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SAUL CIIOSEN KING.
1 SAMUEL X. 17 27.

*i. Tno Lord made known to Sarn­
ia cl that Saul was tho young m in He 
had chosen as first king ol Israel 
and instructed him to anoint him. 
These instructions Samuel fully car­
ried out. The private anointing 
was only as a designation to the of. 
five ; Saul was to return home, the 
matter to be a secret between him 
and Samuel until the time to make 
the public choice. The same course 
was followed in the case of David 
(chap. xvi. 12, 13); and in both cases 
the anointing was followed by a 
special baptism of the Holy Spirit.
In subsequent times this ceremony 
was performed by the high priest. It 
was from the beginning intended to 
intimate to the {kings of Israel that 
they were dependent on Divine power 
lor the maintenance of their authority 
and the prosperity of their kingdom. 
Everything was done in these initia­
tory transactions to make it plain, he 
held his crown in trust from God, to 
carry out his purposes ; and this 
made subsequent disobedience all the 
worse.

2. When Samuel thought the pro­
per time arrived, he called a nation­
al assembly at Mizpeh. This seems 
scarcely in accordance with what he 
had previously said to Saul (verse 8). 
Perhaps the reference to Gilgitl was 
intended only as a general instruc­
tion for Saul to act upon in any crisis 
alter becoming king ; when circum­
stances required the intervention ol 
Samuel, Saul was to go down to Gil­
gal and wail his arrival. We note 
teat the kingdom was renewed there 
after the interval during which Saul’s 
authority had been disputed by cer- ; 
tain parties (chap. xi. 14-15.)

At Mizpeh the representatives ot 
thejnation assembled. Samuel be­
gan the proceedings by remind­
ing the people of the sin they had 
committed in nsting a king; and 
then proceeded to show that though 
the Lord had condescended to grant 
their request, they were to have a 
king whom the Lord had chosen. 
They were called together, not to 
choose a king.but to discover by cast­
ing lots on whom the Lord’s choice 
bad fallen. Samuel and Saul were 
the only persons who knew on whom 
the lot would fall. When the ques­
tion was decided, the chosen king 
could nowhere be toon . With fhat 
modesty which seems to have been 
natural to him in the earliest part of 
his career, he had hidden himself away 
among the “ stuff,” probably the 
baggage, which in so large an en­
campment was considerable. The 
Lord, however, made known his hid­
ing place, and he was brought out; 
when his commanding appearance 
seems to have made at once a favor­
able impression. Samuel took ad­
vantage of this, and immediately 
proclaimed him king; and the peo­
ple responded with tho well known 
words, *• God save the king.”

3. Samuel told the people the man­
ner ot the kingdom, and wrote it in 
a book, and laid it before the Lord 
(verse 25.) Before the assembly he 
gave an address, probably an exposi­
tion of Dqut. xvii. 15-20; and thon 
he wrote the substance of this ad­
dress, aud deposited it with other sa­
cred records in the keeping of the 
priests. The book probably contain- 
ed “a definite explanation of the 
place the earthly monarchy held in 
relation to the theocracy—the pre­
cise duties the king owed to the 
Heavenly King on the one hand, and 
to llie people on the other ’ In or­
der that the constitution might be ra­
tified with all due solemnity, the 
charter ot this eonstilutioua[ monar­
chy was recorded and laid up betoro 
the Lord, i. e. deposited in the eus- 
t )dy of the pri s s, along with the 
most sacred archives ot the nation. 
The same safeguard against royal 
usurpation by the deposit ot the char­
ter limiting the royal prerogative, 
was taken in the case ol his succès- 
sor (2 Sain, verse 3 ; 1 Kings xii. 4 ; 
2 Kings xi. 17)

4. Saul returned to his home at 
Gibeah. his capital during his reign, 
and afterwards always known as 
Gibeah of Saul, Some men accom­
panied him, probably to be his advis­
ers and chief officers, “ whose hearts 
God had touched.” This may mean 
that they were well disposed towards
