And a further sum of 45L. to the Clerk of the Commissioncrs of the Revenue, for his ser-
vices for the present year.

And a further sum of 100/. at the disposal of His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor,
for the purpose of paying the Adjutant-General of Militia the sum of 60 and to the Quarter
Master General the sum of 401 for their respective services in the years One Thousand
Eight Hundred and Thirty-seven, and One Thousand Eight Hundred and Thirty-eight.

And a further sum of 200l to the Guager and Weigher, for the Collector of Impest and
Excise for the District of Halifax, for his services for the present year.

And a further sum, to be paid on the Certificate of the Commissioners of the Revenue, at
the rate of 7s. 6d. per day to such person or persons as shall be employed during the pre-
sent year by the Collector of Inpost and Excise for the District of Halifax, as extra Waiter
or Waiters for the Portof Halifax; 5s. per day to such extra Waiter or Waiters when un-
employed, and at the rate of 5s. per day to Temporary Waiters.
