HOUSE TO PASS THEM

OTTAWA, Ont., May 11.—~The insur-
ance bl as amended by the sub-com-
mittee of the banking ‘and ‘ebrhmerce
committee of the Commens. was pre-
sepnted today to the latter committee
by. Hon. Mr. Plelding. While ' more
elasticity is given by the amendments
in respect to investments and the in-
terior economy of the companies” busi=
ness the sub-committee at the same
time believe that the interests of the
policy-holders all were adequately as-
sured. Mr. Fielding stated that wkile
it was ‘doubtful whether both houses
would pass the bill this session it was
important that the bill should at least
£0 through the Commons. The amend-
ments in brief are as follows: ' «

Companies are required to make' re-
tufns to the department as to bonds
and other investments half-yearly in-
stead of guarterly as at first provided.
Clauses as to investmeént powers are
generally speaking widened. It is pro-
vided that no loan shall be made to
a_ director except on the companies’
own policies. No salary or compeénsa-
tion shall be paid to any of the direct-
ors except by vote of the sharehold-
ers. Agents shall not be allowed .to
receive salary of above $5,000 a year
unless specified by vote by the direct-
ors.

It is made possible to have sliding
scale contracts with agents, based on
tween the company and an agent shall
he for & period exceeding ten years.
The. pection respecting the fixing of
the limitation of expenses does not
appear on the amended bill A new
sub-section is added respecting
distribution of profits on deferred ‘divi-
dends policles issued after January 1.
Tt 4 provided that each company shall
onee in five years ascertain the profits
to- which policies are entitled and ac-

cord it to them to the holders of the

policies. Until distributed these pro-
fits .shall be treated as a liability.

PO\R{I‘LAND, Me.,, May 11.—Charged
with making false returns by frigify-
ing his figures on the cancellation of
postage, Ambrose M., Littlefield, post-
master at West Kennebunk, and sec-
retary of the Maine League of fourth
class postmasters, was arrested late
today on a secret indictment 'and
brought to this city. -He furnished bail
for his appearance at the June term
of the United States district court at
Bamngor.

It is alleged that Postoffice Inspector
‘Wm. B. Robinson, who worked up the
case, ‘found that within three or four
months after Postmaster Littlefield as-

sumed office, about five yeans ago, he
began to make false returns and that
the total amount of which the govern-
ment was defrauded was $959.51. This
sum, it was understood, has been paid
over to the postoffice department.” Mr.
Littlefield is about 55 years old.

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BURTON, N. B., May 11.—The after-
noon session:of the Sunbury Circuit
Court was occupied with the hearing
of the case of King vs. Endeni, the
defendant belig charged with the
murder of John Mackay. Considerable
interest . wag manifested ‘#a the pro-
ceedings, which proved of a most im-
portant character,

The case for the crown Was opened:
by Attorney-Geneéral Hazen and a
number of witnesses examined.

The testimony of the witnesses re-
lated to the stabbing, while Dr. Hay
described the nature of the wounds.
From present indications, .it would
seem that the trial may be concluded
this evening.

At 1.30 p. m. there was a large num-
ber of spectators in attendance includ-
ing residents of Oromocto, Burton and
the surrounding country. The prisoner
was brought into court and proved the
-centre of attraction -for the large
gathering.

His Honor Mr, Justice McLeod pre-
sided at the hearing and the empanel-
ling of the petit jury was proceeded
with. The following were duly sworn
In:—James W. Myles, James W. Bab-
bitt, A. G. Hatch, Murray G. Pater-
®on, Albert C. Esterbrooks, James
Sculley, Elbridge Bunker, A, McLean,
Duncan ZLondon, James W. Doan,
Frank T. Mills and John Cobb.

Attorney-General Hazen opened for
the crown. He reviewed the evidence
glven at the preliminary hearing and
outlined the case, The prisoner En-
dini was charged with the murder at
'Minto, on November 10, of John Mac-
Kay, a resident of that place. Mac-
Kay, the prisoner and a number of
others were ‘drinking at ome of ‘the
shacks at the place. A quarrel arose
and MacKay was stabbed fifteen times
and died later as a result of his
wounds. After committing the stab-
bing the prisoner retired’ from the
house and informed some of his
friends that he had stabbed MacKay
and another man namegd Petley.

MANSLAUGHTER VERDICT.,

In coacluding his remarks, Mr. Ha-
zen said that if the jury belleved the
defendant had provocation for, the as-
fault they might bring in a verdict of
manslaughter. They would be gov-
erned wholly by the testimony put
forward, and should they decide .there
was no just brovocation they would
bring in a verdiet of murder.

The first witness was John : Pettey,
who was also a participant In the
fracas. On his direct examination by
Mr, Hazen he told of going t0 the house
OF the Austrian woman named Marie
Hermancheck. There were a ¢ouple of
Italians, Angelo Corber, the prisoner,

and MacKay at the fhouse. They had
been drinking the whiskey which was

{ brought to the house by MacKay, At

the time the deceased refused to .give
whiskey to Endihi, saying te would
not give any to Italians,

The witness then mnoticed Endini
strike MacKay. He intervened and

‘Minto. He was at

endeavored to prevent them going fur-
ther. The prisonar went into the rcom
and brought out a gun. Petley ‘took
the firearm from the prisoner. En-
dini then struck the witness and a
fizht ensued.

WITNESS STABBED.

In the course of the encounter the
witness received wounds in the breast
and back. MacKay had been stabbed
fifteen times.

The witness then withdrew to the
exterior of the house and secured a
stick to use as a weapon in helping
MacKay. Becoming weak with loss of
blood, he proceeded to a neighbor’'s
house and summoned Dr. Hay.

Witness was then cross-examined by
J. H. Hearn, K. C., of Sydney, the lat-
ter recelving permission to act as
counsel for the prisoner through the
courtesy of the New Brunswock bar.
The cross-examination revealed but
little new. Petley declared he did not
notice a knife in the prisoner’'s hand.

In answer to a query why he did not
return to the house to aid MacKay,
the witness stated he was unable to do
50, as he was suffering from loss of
blood.

DR. HAY CALLED,

Dr. Hay of Chipman was the next
witness called. He stated that he had
‘been a practitioner of medicing at

and Hon. Mr. Brodeur, the two Min- | Chipman for the past twenty years.

On the evening of November 1 last he
was at the Kennedy House, Minto, at
8 o’clack. Hé remembered a man com=
ing there and informing him that 8
stabbing affray had taken place up the
road and that his services would be
required. In consequence of this in-
formation he reached Petleys and
found the latter suffering from wounds,
He proceeded to MacKay’s home and
found the deceased in = bed bleeding
from fifteen wounds. Witness exam-
ined the wounds as carefully asg the
weak condition of the man would al-
Jow. The wounds were in ‘the ap-
domen, spine and other parts of the
body. On the following morning the
doctor made another examination and
Informed MacKay that the latter had
toJook toa higher power thana physi-
clan, - MacKay replied *I guess I'm all
in.” “The doctor stated it was his opin-
fon that MacKay died from the results
of the wounds. He would judge the
deceased to have attained his fiftieth
or sixtieth year. g

The witness also gave testimoney
that he and his associate had held a
cemsyltation on MacKay. They reach-
ed the conclusion that it would be use-
less to try to operate as the man was
beyond earthly aid. He had no hesita-
tion in stating that MacKay's death
was caused by the wounds.

Dr. Hay declared upon cross-exam-
ination by Mr. Hearn that hig treat-
ment of the deceaSed was external. The
surroundings were unfavorable to an
operation. However, in his judgment
an operation coutd not have prevented
peritonitis er saved the mian’s life.

To Mr. Hazen Dr. Hayv stated that
even had thers been a hospital in the
vicinity the man’s condition would not
permit of an operation taking place.

JOHN DE VINE.

John De Vinee, thé next witness,
stated he was a miner and regided at
Frank Fament’s

SPEED OF TRAINS

Ten Miles an Hour at Dange:.
ous Crossings—Wester
Land Grants

OTTAWA, May 11.—Hon. George p,
Graham’s bill to emend the railws,
act with respect to the protection ¢
level crossings occupied the time of
the commons during the greater part,
of today’s session., To the original bij]
providing for the setting aside
$200,000 per vear for five years to ha
administered by the ‘railway commis-
sion for the elimination of level cross-
ings, Mr. Graham added the following
amendments: “To bring raliway cori-
panies, incorporated outside of Can-
ada, under Canadian law respecting
their lines in Canada.”

“To incorporate the Senate Railway
Crossing Bill, which was framed upon
the basis of Mr. Lancaster's measure:"”

Mr. Graham explaineg that at any
crossing whers life has been lost, the
speed of trains will not be allowed to
exceed ‘ten miles  an hour until the
crossing has been protected. When
the board of railway commissioners
has given orders for the protection of
a crossing, the speed there win not ba
allowed to exceed ten miles until the
crossing is protected.

The bil] was discussed in committea
all the afternoon and finally progress
was reported and the bill was left
over for final duscussion at a later
date, :

INTERPRRETHER ACTS,

Fadadina Liglio, an Italian, was
called by the crown. Being incapable
of understanding the English language,
hie evidence wag taken through, the
interpreter, Chris Nichols, of St. John.
He had gone to the Aus i house
and had.seen. MacKay, Petley and the
prisoner, The witness described in de-
tail the trouble in the house and said
Petley struck the prisoner in the face.
The witness later saw - John MacKay
at the doorstep of the Corben’s house.
He wey lying on the step and Liglio
assisted In carrying. him to his own
house, ;

On cross-examination by Mr. Hearn,
the witnes stated he did not see Endint
make an attempt to hit Petley. If
Endini had stabbed him with a knife,
before the witness withdrew he would
have noticed it. Witness had known
Endini in Italy and the latter had al-
ways borne 4 good reputation. He did
not see a knife in Endinl’s hand.

The crown then called on Norman
Smith, who In his evidence declared
that he knew the prisener MWas borne
a good character.

Percy Kennedy was then e¢alled by
the attorney general.  He testified that
he was at Minto on the evening of the
murder and assisted MacKay to his
home.

The last witness called was Frank
Flament. He described the arrest of
the prisoner. Endini had borne a good
reputation.

At 6 o’clock the court adjourned un-
til 11 o’clock tomorrow. It fs probable
that there will be three more witnesses
for the crown.

The spectators comcur with the opin-
fon expressed by your correspondent
that the prisoner is a rather good 100k~
ing chap. Judged by his appearance
he would not be taken as the perpetrat-

 or of the terrible deed for which he is

standing trial.

The prisoner is between thirty-five
and forty years of age. He has been
confined the jail since November,
and his face shows traces of his long
confiiement. Endiri speaks very little
English and occupies his time reading
Italian papers which he has received
from friends. Heo has been visited by
the Rev. €. P. Carleton of Petersville
and also by friends in the vicinity.
The Rev.. Father Q'Reilly of St. John
who is fluent in the Italian language,
Pays regular vieits to the prisoner and
has presemted him with a Catholic
prayer book, which Endini reads gquite
frequently. He also occupies his time
in making paper flowers.

At the morning session the oath was
sdministered to the grand jurers and
Justice McLeod delivered his address.
At 130 p. m. a true bill was returned
againsg the prisoner,

VICTIMS MEN
PITTSBURG, Pa., May 1l.—Twenty
Persons are missing, and all of them
are Dbelieved to have been drowned
when a gasoline launch sank in the
middle of the Ohio River near Shoen-
ville, four miles below Pittsburg, to-
day. Of the thirty occupants of the
boat only ten are Kknown to have
escaped.
#All of the victims were men and were
employes of the Pressed Steel Car
Lompany at the McKee's Rock plant.
They had worked overtime until eight
a'clock and left the works to cross the
river in the launch about fifteen min-
utes later. The boat is said to have
been intended for not over twenty per-
8ons, but that all the men wanted to
&et across the river on the first trip
and thirty of them crowded in. As the
men started out in the hoat one of
them is said to have remarked that
it. seemed to him to be overcrowded
and he feared it was not safe to at-
tempt the trip. Albert Graham, the
Pilot and one of those who is missing,
) 18 reported to have replied that it was
8afe enough all right, as he had twen-
tysseven persons aboard last night.
No more was said about the load, but
When the craft reached the middle of
the stream, where the water is per=
haps twenty feet deep, it suddenly
sank.
