The dress, or rather the want 
dress, of the women of the present 
day, Is a crying scandal. There seems 
to be rivalry among them as to how 
little dress they can wear without in­
curring universal reprobation. We 
see enough of this in everyday life, 
but if we can judge from the advertise­
ments in the newspapers, we do not 
see the worst.

What shocks one most is to see 
persons presenting themselves for 
Holy Communion in these dresses. I 
often have felt the impulse to pass 
them over. In Rome, the Cardinal 
Vicar, no doubt with the approbation 
of the Pope, has published a decree 
forbidding the clergy to give Holy 
Communion to those who present 
themselves in unbecoming dress. I fear 
his example must be followed it the 
scandal is to be stopped.

Another abuse is dancing, especial­
ly all night dancing. Latterly there 
seems to be a regular mania for danc­
ing. As to the character of tile dances 
I know nothing, especially those im­
ported dances, some of the names 
of which I see in the newspapers— 
and certainly the names are bizarre 
enough. Those who do know, tell me 
they are most objectionable on the 
score of morality. They seem to be 
an outcrop of the corruption of the 
age.’’

There should be no unemployment 
in Ireland, says the Cardinal, with a 
great part of the country ‘in ruins.

“Even the chief streets of the capi­
tal are an eyesore and a disgrace,” 
he writes. "This destruction must be 
paid for, and large sums are daily 
awarded as compensation. Idle hands 
should be engaged in building up the 
ruins. Even if building cannot pro­
ceed at once, preparation can be nmHe 
by clearing away the ruins. Besides 
there is other skilled labor involved 
in the restoration;

“It should be seen to that those 
who are awarded large sums in com­
pensation do not pocket the money 
and clear out, leaving the work behind. 
The Dai I is engaged in interminable 
discussions on£ speculative questions 
such as could wait. The people can 
get on very well for a time at least 
without the luxury of broadcasting, 
but they cannot go on living without 
bread.”

In England the 
Solicitor-General pleads court cases 
for the Government; and this is like­
wise true of the United States. In 
Canada it is only o„ —e rarest occa­
sions that the Solicitor-General ap­
pears in court. As a matter of truth, 
long periods have frequently elapsed 
when the Government got along with* 
out a Solicitor-General—and nobody 
suffered.
