1632 purchased by the King ot France
d Kirk, one of those maran
ders who played so disgracetul a part in
the capture of Quebec.  This ** northern
part of Nova Scotia ™ is now believed to
have been the old county of Northumber-
landl in the provinee of New Brunswick.
The poor exiles of the notorious 10th
of September, 1755, tared badly, as was
intended.  Some were landed in Massa-
chusetts, triendless and starving; many
died; over one thousand became a public
charge.  Others were taken further south
and were reduced to such misery that
they were sold as slaves. Others took
refuge in Cape Breton and in St. John's
(now Prince Edward) Island.  After
peace was proclaimed and the footing of
the | ish colony firmly established, the
embargo was taken off’ Acadian settlers,
Some of these poor people who were
longing for their “dear Acadie,” and
who were near enough to carry out their
wishes, returned, but returned to find
their homes occupied by the invader.
Their clearings and houses thus being
lost to them, they settled along the shores,
and, as time wore on, became quite a
thriving population, gaining their liv-
ing from the treasures of the sea, and
establishing fisheries, now a source of
vast wealth to the Dominion.
