The Government’s Cow-
ardice.

An extra of the Royal
Gazette, issued on Thursday
contains the
sum-

evening last,
official  proclamation
moning the Provincial Legis-
lature to meet, for the des-
patch of business, on Tuesday
February 2nd.  In the ordin-
ary course, the Legislature
had been prorogued till Sat-
urday February 13th. To
have allowed this ordinary
notice to run its course and
to have called the meeting of
the House within ten days
from the last mentioned date,
would have anticipated by a
very considerable space the
usual opening time of the
Legislative ~ Session, by
the present Liberal Govern-
ment. But political exegin-
cies, not any convenience of
the people or advantage to
the community, necessitated
this unprecedented, precipita-
tion on the part of the Gov-
ernment. The Government's
very existence was in jeo-
pardy and recourse must be
had to extraordinary subter-
fuges in the hope of holding
together, a little while longer,
theshattered ranks of the Gov-
ernment forces. Mr, Has-
zard’s political. craft was
rapidly drifting towards the
shoals; there were ugly
brakers ahead, and an extra

ordinary effort was necessary
to prevent her, if only for the
moment, from going to pieces
on the threatening rocks. The
Government knew that Ne

mesis was in hot pursuit of
them, and they must stop at
not hing to elude her- grasp.
W hat are the causes thatim

pelled the Government to
this unprecedented activity ;
this unheard of anxiety to
convene the Legislature at
the earliest possible moment ?
They are not far to seek.
Seven Liberal members elect,
including four members of
the Executive and the Speak-
er of the House, are petitioned
against and stand before the
courts accused of bribery and
corruptioff. In consequence

of these accusations, these
seven ~men are alleged
to be disqualified from

sitting and voting in the Leg-
islature. These petitions ask
that the election of these
seven Government supporters
be declared null and void, in
consequence of the accusa-
tions of corrupt practices
therein made against them.
{tis further contended, in the
case of one of those petition-
ed against, that he received a
minority of the votes legally
polled in his district and is
not entitled to sit in the Leg-
islature ; that he is not the
representative of the electors
in his constituency ; but the
representative of the Sheriff
of Prince County, an officer
of the Government, who gave
a casting vote and on the
strength of that vote declared
this man elected.  Justice,
fair play, honor and honesty
would seem to demand that
none of the mea accused as

allowed to sit in the Legis-
lature and participate in mak-
ing the people’s laws, until

their cases had been tried
before a tribunal of justice;

and the truth of these accusa-
tions had been enquired into,’
and their true status before
the public had been establish-
ed. One would think that an
Administration disirous of
holding themselves above sus-
picion, would be sure that
they were supported in the
Legislature by independent
and unsmirched representa-
tives of the people, against

whose wright to occupy their
seats no question could be
raised. One would not sup-
pose that any Government,
claiming to be representative
of the people, would so far for-
get its dignity and independ-
ence as to hold power and at-
temptlegislation with the seats
ofonehalfits members and sup

porters in jeopardy ; with ac-
cusations of all manner of
bribery and corruption hang-
ing over their heads. It
would be natural to assume
that the first act of a Govern-
ment, in these circumstances
would be to remove all such
stains from its escutcheon ; to
free itself from all such tram

mels and, if possible, to stand
before the people with an un-
clouded title; an unquestioned
wright to call themselves the
representatives of the free
and independent electors.
The Supreme Court had fixed
Wednesday, February 3rd,
as the date for commenc-
ing the first of the trials
of election petitions, filed by
the Opposition. This was the
trial. at Souris, of the petition
against Mr. Lauchlan Mec-
Donald, a member of the Exe-
cutive. This date is very
much earlier than the usual
time of convening the Legis=
lature, and if the Government
were pnot indread of the fate
in store for this ong of their
members, they would be only
too glad to come to trial and
remove all suspicion. In

stead of that the Government
and the member on trial show
the white feather; confess
their guilt by immediately
calling the House; thus
putting off the evil day for a
while longer; as these trials
cannot go on during the Leg-
islative session. Mr. Has-
zard, his Government and
supporters are very brave
when weaving a tissue of
political -~ misrepresentations,
for the purpose of mislg_e_xd,in_g
the electorate, or when en-
gaged in political trickey with
the view of robbing one of
the people’s representatives
of the seat to which he was
elected by his constituents ;
but at the first opportunity
afforded them to come into
court and free one of their
number from the charges of
bribery and corruption that
hang over him, they prove
themselves arrant cowards,re

refusetoface the musie and im:
mediately run to cover. Do
they imagine for a moment
that thereis anyone of in:
telligence incapable of pierc-
ing the fiimsy ¥eil of = their
political deception and hypoc-
risy? Do thgy expect to
strengthen their cause by re:
course to subterfuges so hol-
low and palpably insincere?
Do they entertain any hgpe
that they will escape deserved
obloquy, or buoy up the for-
tunes of a tottering Adminis-
tration by methods so utterly
contemptible? The Patriot,
the Government organ, in if§
attempt o cover Mr. Has-
zard’s inglorious retrgat, scru-
ples not to insult the intelli-
gence of its yegders by a pre-

tence of commending the
Premier’s action. It declares
this move to forestall the

action of the courts, to be ““in
accord with the progress of
the Haszard Adminis¢ragjon,”
The Government’s ‘‘pro
gress,” which the Patriof
so highly commends, is for
the purpose of escaping the
sengenge of the court on its
members, charged wijth the
political crime of secyring

corruption. All will admit
that this is progress with a
vengeance. The seven men
whose right to sit and vote
in the Legislature is ques-
tioned ; over whose heads
hangs the political crime of
securing  their election by
means of bribery and corrupt-
ton, are invited to come and
sit in the Legislative As
sembly and make laws for the
people. This is what the
Patriot calls beginning the
work of the “new Provincial
Legislature under auspicious
circumstances.”’ Are the
people  satisfied with this
manner of conduct ?

Truth About Prince Rupert

(Vancouver Daily News Advertizer,

January 1sty 1909

Mr. E. B. Osborn, spscial commis
sioner of ‘“ Canada,” the Londuon iilas
trated journal, who was in Vaocouver
not long ago, gave a Winnipaz ‘' Free

wPress” reporter some information con

cerning Prince Rapert. Hse said:

“I should think more lies have been
told about Prince Rupert ttian abont
any new city evar yetsprung up in the
west. Forexample, [ was wara-d oot
to go there until the spring nrlass I
wished to walk 70 miles over the ice
flyes to get in and ont. Another Anan
ias (with modern improvemeant) to d me
that it rained there all day and al night
all the year rounnd. Bat, why rapaat
thess libels? Princa Rapert is in the
latita e of Loadon, Eagland, and every-
body who knows the Briti~h Colambian
coast knows very well that it is an ice
free port. As for the rainfall (which is |
said on good authority to be virtually |
the same as that of Vancoruver, and |
similarly throngh the year), all I can|
vouch for is that the weather was fiie |
and mild during the wesk I was there. |

The harbor is the fin=st in Canada. |
It is formed by = perfectly-protected |
carved inlet 16 miles long, a milebroad, |
and 26 fathoms deep on an averaga.
The bottom hes good holding for an-
chors, end there is 30 feet of water at
the lowest tide, by the temporary
wharves. The nature of the approach
from seaward has bpeen criticised in
coertain quarters. Buat all such criticisms
have been finally disposed of by Captain
J F. Parry, R. N.,of H, M, 8. Egoris,
which ls making the Admiralty survey
of the entrarce, Hesavs: “It is no
breach of etignette on my part to state
that the result of the survey is entirely
satisfactory in 8o far as the approach to
Prioce Rupert from seaward is concern-
ed.” That ought to be enough for the
political variant of the modern ‘‘An-
anias.”

Of couree, the real Prince Rupert ia
not yetin being—probably in May—per-
manent buildings cannot go up. Nearly
sverything there now will be swept
away when the plans of the engineers
are carried out,, Prince Rupert is not to
be a checker-board city, To my mind,
that is a great point. Y)u can’t get a
picturesque city on the rectangular plan.
Those who know Detroit with ita radiat-
ing ayenunes know how pleasant it is to
get away from that particular form of
the square deal. Prince Rupert is to
havs places and parks—which wiil pre-
vent a fire ranning far—and undolating
avenues and hi'ls crowned with wkite
edifices. It will not be one of those dul!,
decorons cities where a boy and a girl
can’t lose themselves in case of neces-
gity. I climbed up one of the hills—
probably it was what is called the Acro
polis on the plan—and the view acrogs
the harbor was charming. Three years
ago the eite was virgin forest; and
though it has been cleared, the stumps
remain here and thers.

The soil, which overlies solid rock, is
made of decayed vegatation, and is
damp and peaty. Many of the pressnt
temporary buildings are set on piles ;
toey look like packing cases on sticks.
There are two reaily good hotels, and g
number of dollir-a-day praportions,
wheye they giwe the guelts ffgood,
square mesalr,” and ask them to sleep in
bunks a8 in French-Canadian shanties.

Two hundred miles from New York,
speeding esstward through a dense fog
the magnificent new White Star liner
Republic was rajgmed by an unknown
vessel on Saturday morning. The Re.
public carried eight hundred persons,
over five hondred being passengers.
The steamer was hopelessly disabled,
the fire being extinguished, but prompt
action in closing the water-tight com-
partments prevented immediate fonnd-
er. Captain Sealby’s only chgnge lay
in wirelesg telsgraphy, and hurried ap-
peals for help were scattered broadcast
over the fog-s.shrouded ocean The
messages stated that the steamer Res-
public was in distiess and sinking.
Four Great Oceac liners picked up the
messages, five Government crnisers res-
ponded, and inside of three hours a fleet
of regeuing steamers were hurrying in
answer to the summons and were care-
fully searchiog for the disablad vessel.
The steamer Florida wag the only ane
successful in finding the Republic and
%8 the gea was calm a tranafer of passeng-
ors was offacted. The Republic’s wire-
less equipment failed before the transfer
wsd completed and definite reports
were unobtainable during tha rescus
work as the Flirida was not equipped
with wireless. Tue Catter Gresham
later picked np the Rapublic and atagtad
for New York, byt the injured steamer
began lin‘kiag shortly after starting and
when the Captain saw she could not re-
main afloat he abondoned her. The
Republic fonndered in forty fathoms of
water nine mibq gonth af Hnutu})ket
Lightakip, gni total death list in colli-
sion was six, whils two others were in-
jured. The steamer Baltic arrived at
Quarantine N. Y, early monday bring-
ing not only the Republic’s pagsengers
bat ning hyndrad ofhars from the dls-
abled steamer Florida, which had taken

'on board those from the Repablic short-

ly atter the collision. The passengers
from the Republic speak in glowing
terms of lhg bahsyigue of the Vaptain
and crew during tho whole proceedings.
The collision occurred at three O’clock
Saturday morning, when the people al-
harried fo the decks and while Bame
excitement prevailed thets was ne ;;lnlo
The gm iransfer from the Republic to
the Fiorida began almost immediately
after the collision and was complatad in
8 few honre.

The crew’s discipline and ke<
havior was perfagt, Tha eutter Gres-
Ram then passed a line to the Repablic
and started shoreward, butthe vesse-
soon fonadered, Captain Sealby and thg
remainder of the grey being picked up
by an n‘nondsnt cutter. The Florida,
convoyed by another catter was slowly
ceawling toward New York,
