Province—Bill Protects Bond-Buyers
Will be Settled—Opposition Proposed
til Law Suait, Which Could Not be
ed.

Fo''owing is the verbatim report of
the speech of Premier Sifton in the
Legislature on Friday afternoon in an-
swer tothe arguments that -had been
magdgidaring the.week on the bill to
forfeit to the prevince the bonds of
the A & C. W. Railway Co.:

trates the old-adage of better Jate than
never,.but if the members of the Con-
servative party as represented in this
ITouse have taken the position that
they take today six months ago, I
would ceértanly have been saved  a
great deal of trouble, the members of
the late government would certainly
have been saved a great deal of trou-
ble and the country at large would
possibly—if their ideas are correct
now—have heen saved a great dea] of
trouble. Then they could, probably,
instead of endeavoring to work up
trouble in the Liberal party and in
the }llouse, have succeeded in assist-
ing the government, and which might
have properly been done ‘at that tinie
by the government, because this re-
solution if proposed six months ago
woul:}l probably have succeéded in do-
ing what was intended six months ago
—the railway company had not de-
faulted in '‘payment of their interest
six months ago, they had not let ' a
whole summer go by without' doing
the work that they had agreed to do
and ‘this resolution then would have
been a proper legal resolution for
them to have-assisted the goevernment
upon at that time. ~

Pays Attention to Bennett.

The Honorable Member for Red
Deer, the Leader of the :(Opposition,
had téld us that we were wrong not
to go' to the Honourable Junior Mem-
ber for Calgary for assistance. The
Hon. Junior Member for Calgary told
us the otner day that he was at all
times willing to render assistance to
this government, but T will say that I
have no doubt in the world that he
feels just as much annoyed as any
lawyer would at having the Hon.
Member for Reéd Deer tout for him on
this occasion and ask that he be em-
ployed as counsel for the government,
because the Hon. Member for Calgary
did not mean anythinz of that kind,
1 presume what he meant was that in
his capacity as a member of this

House, as a member representing
some constituency and a part of the
Province of Alberta, that his services
'swould be at the disposal of this
House, not in the ‘capacity of'a ‘legal
gentleman assisting the government
for pay or anything of that kind, and
I hope that in future’ the Hon.
‘Mcember, the Leader of the Opposition,
will consult his lieutenant before he
makes these public annouhcements ‘in
regard to his willingness to assist the
government in his capacity. of -legal
advisor, because I don’t think he in-
tended anything of the kind.

But When he offers to assist us, Mr.
Speaker, what did he mean by it?
He meant just exactly the same kind
of assistance that, in his place in this
House, he g8ave to the government
during last session; when there was
'the sume duty that there is upon him
now to assist the government in pass-
ing proper legislation for the benefit
of this country. He assisted them
just in the same way as he is assist-
ing this government now, and here we
have the crystallization of the sleep-
less hours which this gentleman has
spent in investigating this question,
"and now he comes here and makes the
same proposition tHat the Hon. Mem-

Not Mecaning Given to Letters.
There is nothing of the kind
these letters, nothing of the kind that
he explained is in these letters, they
are very short, they are very simple
and they have beéen published in the
newspapers of this country-and there
is mot anything in regard to - strong
construction  companies or- anything
these letters.. In order that no mem-
derstanding in Tegard to these.letters;
I may say that there are three docu-
ments, the first is dated the 28th day
of June last, which.was handed to me
in my office here by a lawyer from
Winnipeg, personally, and required no
answer. He gave. it to me knowing
that what he asked was illegal, know-
ing perfeetly well, just as the gentle-
man who has gpoken, who has legal
knowledge, knows that what he asked
here was illegal.

He
handed it to me and I looked at it and
I said “You know perfectly well that
the statutes would not allow this
money to be paid out, that there is no
legal authority in any statute of this
country to.allow this interest to be
paid.” If the railway company had
been doing its duty properly there is
no reason why this interest should
not be paid when the time comes. He
said “I did not have any idea that you.
could pay it, but I wished that placed
on record.” and I said, “It will :be
upon record, like everything you have
said here.” These are the circum-
stances in regard to that letter.

The other letter is dated 10th of
September, and it was also delivered
in my office by a clerk representing,
he said, the Alberta and Great Water-
ways Company, and I told him there
was no answer to. the . proposition,
that it was not a negotiation with the
government, because the contents of
that letter had been spread broadcast
throughout the Province of Alberta
months before in the newspapers of
this country.
