ST. PAUL, Minn., May 5.—An unseason­
able snow fell here yesterday to the depth 
ef an inch or more It soon melted, how­
ever. The snow storm was very general 
throughout the Northwest. From La 
Crosse, Wis., to Jamestown, N. D., the 
storm extended and reached to the lake on 
the north. At Fergus Fall, Minn., it snowed 
for four hours, but melted immediately.

duty as a citizen it is all that the State re- 
quires of him. (Applause.) The Tories 
lope to sweep the country by appealing to 
the prejudices of the Protestant people, 
but people should remember that Mr. 
Meredith’s father left $500 to the Roman 
Catholic Orphan Asylum and William 
had ridden the ‘‘green horse, bus he han 
been disappointed and unsuccessful, and 
now he has mounted the "Orange Bil y, 
and if not successful this time he will give: 
up politics and accept a judgeshin from his 
friend John A. Macdonald. When the 
Confederation was brought about the 
Roman Catholics and Protestants were 
about equal in numbers, and some 
compromise was necessary if Confederation 
was to be effected and the continued exist- 
ence of the separate schools was the result 
of that Compromise.

The only way now to make a change was 
through the Government of Great Britain, 
and 1c was not likely that that power 
would deprive 2,000,000 of their rights in 
that respect. The speaker wonkl rat has 
that there were ne separate schools, 
but it. was • necessary .for Cons 
federation, and without them the 
Dominion could not remain intact. 
In Mr. Purdom the electors have 4 repre- 
sentative of whom they may be proud. Out 
of a session of 58 days they will seathat Mr. 
Tooley never used his voice but once, and 
that time was in the Private Bills Commit­
tee on the London South amalgamation 
question. On that remarkable occasion he 
rose to say, "I do not wish to have any­
thing to say on this question." What is 
wanted is a man that will champion the 
rights of the riding and make himself heard 
as Mr. Purdom will do.

MH. PURDOM, THE LIBERAL CANDIDATE 
then took the platform. He had a hearty 
reception. In his opening remarks he said: 
There is one thing that cannot be said 
against us—that we have introduced per­
sonalities into the contest. I have not said 
a word of that nature against Mr. Tooley 
or the Opposition leader. I do not think 
it necessary to descend to such 
a level, and to prove this it is only needful 
for me to show that we fired our first shot 
with Love (Laughter.) No man should 
hesitate to ask for the support of the Mowat 
Administration. It is a

PROGRESSIVE GOVERNMENT, 
and has done as much as any Government 
could to make the homes of the people 
happy. The schools of the Province are a 
standing proof of the excellence of the 
present Government. They are excelled 
by none and equalled by few. The son of 
the poor man by this means has just as 
good a chance of making his mark in trade 
or profession as the rich man’s children and 
this state of affairs is one of the greatest 
blessings that can exist in the world. In the 
matter of charity the Ontario Government 
is in many respects ahead of the churches. 
Every city in the Province of any im­
portance has a well-equipped hospital and 
it is kept up without the people feeling the 
burden of its maintenance because the 
money comes, in a large measure, from the 
surplus which the Government has acquired. 
(Applause.) There is one point which I 
shall also touch upon,

THE RELIGIOUS CRY,
It is a cry which I do not think the Tories 
believe in. They adopted it only for politi- 
cal gain. It was done to obtain votes, but 
I do not think that it will be successful, 
but rather that they will only fall lower in 
the estimation of the public. I have 
been in several places in the riding 
during the past few days and 
my prospects are very good indeed. 
The Opposition is now following the same 
policy it advocated four years ago—that of 
stirring up strife. The only difference is 
that they have changed the tone of their 
cry. They are on a different tack.

The issue which they have raised now 
should be frowned down by all well-wishers 
of Canada irrespective of nationality or 
creed. You are all probably members of 
either St. George’s, St. Andrew’s or St. 
Patrick’s Society, and we have seen them 
all mingle together at suppers and picnics 
and we were in a fair way of forgetting all 
these

DIFFERENCES OF CREED.
We have to-day in our high schools Roman 
Catholics and Protestants, and is it not 
reasonable to expect, seeing that the co-edu­
cationof the advanced scholars is satisfactory, 
that in time the public schools will en­
tirely supplant the separate schools by the 
mutual consent of the parties affected? It 
is not prudent to introduce unnecessary 
quarrels into this new land. I believe that 
the man who would set one race against 
another is an enemy of his country. We 
as a people should accord to classes the 
privileges that we ask for ourselves. To­
morrow each of you will have the right to 
go to your own church and worship as you 
see fit. Let each then meditate upon this 
question and ask if it is right to unfairly 
treat those who hold different religious 
views from ourselves. The Tories 
say that the religious rights of the 
people are in danger, but in the Mowat 
Cabinet there are four staunch Presby­
terians, and we all know that though a 
Presbyterian is willing to give equal rights 
to all, he will never allow any encroach- 
ment on his own religious opinions and 
privileges. Such are, I think, the senti­
ments of this audience. (Applause.) Where- 
ever I have been throughout the riding I 
find the same feeling exists, and there has 
never been a better chance of electing a 
Liberal candidate than there ia now.
(Cheers.)

MR. FRANCIS LOVE 

to open up the questions of the evening.
Mr. Love on coming forward said that 

he was pleased to have the privilege of 
speaking in behalf of the candidature of 
Mr. T. H. Purdom, his former schoolmate 
and life-long friend. He was satisfied 
that Mr. Purdom would give his 
independent support of the Mowat 
Government next term, but he was also 
sure that be would give slavish support to 
none. He then dealt with the absurd ballot 
question raised by Mr. Meredith in con­
nection with the separate schools. He 
showed that it was not asked for by the 
separate school supporters. Only 93 out of 
the 230 school sections where it had been 
tried favored it. Was it not right to allow 
the supporters of the separate schools to 
reject the ballot if they wished ? Referring 
to the Mowat Administration, he said that 
it could be attacked from no quarter. Its 
surplus was in the neighborhood of $7,000,- 
000, which contrasted very favorably with 
the record of the former Tory Government 
of Quebec with their debt of $24,000,000. 
That the Government had not stinted itself 
while rolling together this surplus was 
shown by its liberal grants to the agricul- 
tural and commercial industries, railways 
and colonization roads, asylums and be- 
nevolent institutions. Its legislative 
record was also very creditable. 
Mr. Mowat had lessened the poor 
man’s legal expenses and decreased lawyers’ 
fees. Mr. Love also spoke of the victory 
Premier Mowat had over Sir John Mac- 
donald on the timber limits question, by 
which 200,000 square miles of timber land 
were retained for Ontario, and which as a 
source of revenue would keep direct taxa- 
tion at a safe distance for long years to 
come (Applause ) He contrasted the methods of the Ottawa with the Mowat Ad­
ministration. The former sold its timber 
privileges to favorites at a nominal rate of 
$5 per square mile, and the latter auctioned 
them off and got prices as high as $750 per 
mile. Objections had been raised 
by the Tories that Mr. Purdom was 
not a farmer, but it was not 
likely that any importance would be 
put on that. The speaker thought that Mr. 
Purdom could safely claim to be as good a 
farmer as Mr. Tooley at that gentleman’s 
best, and he certainly was a man that could 
do more good in one day in the Legislature 
than Tooley could in a session, because the 
latter never let himself be heard. Mr. 
Tooley is a weak man; weaker than ever 
before, and his strength has departed from 
him, while Mr. Purdom is the strongest 
man that could be selected from either 
party. Taking up the Scripture Selections 
question, the speaker said he did not be­
lieve there would be a single Liberal prose­
lyted by the cries of those men Who run 
down that book, which the great majority 
of them had never seen, and some of whom 
had so much religion that they never looked 
into a Bible from one year’s end to another 
(Applause.)

MR. JOHN CAMPBELL 
was the next speaker. He was always 
pleased to say a few words for the Liberal 
Government which he had supported for 
over 40 years. It was a liberal one in every 
respect and commended itself to the people. 
He also referred to the action of the leader 
of the Opposition at the time of the timber 
limits dispute, and said that had Mr. Mere­
dith supported Mr. Mowat there would 
have been no necessity in taking the case 
to the Privy Council. The Liberal policy 
of the Mowat Administration was shown in 
London West at the time of the 
unfortunate flood. That Government 
was always willing to help a
municipality in distress, and this of
itself commended it to the support of all. 
(Applause). The history of the Mowat 
Government for the eighteen years of its 
existence did not contain a single dark 
spot. The Cabinet was composed of men of 
great ability, genius and intellect, and 
honest above suspicion. There were none 
of those miserable boodlers which are found 
in the Tory ranks. He characterized the 
religious racket now being worked by the 
Tories as dastardly and as setting neighbor 
against neighbor and religions body against 
religious body. The effort made to abolish 
the speaking of the French language by 
force was the work of devils. If left to 
itself the French language would be sup­
planted by the English tongue, but when a 
race was persecuted its language would 
never be wiped out. When the speaker 
came to Lobo he heard nothing but Gaelic, 
but now English was the tongue spoken 
and Gaelic was seldom heard. Had the
