Walks This Morning Were A[.
most Impassabie —Board of
Works Censured.

The snowstorm df last right and tais
morning madé - walking ,on the city
streets an arduous labor today. The
snowplows did not put in an appear-
ance on many city blocks until fully
10 o’clock, and at 8 ‘o'clock sidewalks
with the snow cleared off were few and
far between. As a result, citiz21s Were
forced to trudge along throuzh the}
drifted snow. Owing to the kiie hour
at which the plows conipleted their
work, the school children aiso- “were
subjected to the Sncq‘nveniences of the
day. 4 : & i

From inqgairy at the city hi'l, the
board of worksg appedr to bLe 1o blame
for the dack of .proper snow-cleaning
this winter.

There are exactly 22 plows, and for
each trip' these plows make, it costs
$66. The beard of works are in:lined
to grimble at thé cost of cours2, and
the engineer’s department wili pot
order the plows out until they are ah-
solutely necesgary. Some time a%so the
scheme of leaving the magter of clear-
ing the walks to the Jliscretion of the
snowplow men, was tried, nut it prov-
ed a failure, and now, as in the past,
the plows are ordered out by the ward
foremen, ‘who have orders to proceed
with the work when. the snowtall
reaches four inches in depth.

This morning, however, a coupl2 of
the foremen waitéd until ikiy covld
telephone the engineer's Jdepartment
for instructions, and by the time th#y
got through with this job the m:ijority
of  London . ‘citizens, who g5 -ut io
work, didn’t care when the plows were
ordered out, as they had aheady wad-
ed through the snow to their destina-
tions. Ex

Already this winter the plows have
made -eight trips at a cast of $66 a
trip, or $528 in all. : Besides this bill,
money has also- been paid out to the
extent. of probably $50. for individual |
plows which have been ordered out at !
various times to clear drifts away in
certain sections of the city, so that
the snowplow. business has cost the

engineer's department, as well as the
board of works considers this pretty
steep, and as the winter is only half
over the figures stand a good chance
to be doubled. 5

It is said that several men who have
snowplowing contracts wanted to go
out early this morning, but that they
were told to wait for a while and see
if the storm would not abate, as it is
useless to send the plows around when
a storm is in progress, as the walks
drift full again in a few minutes.

That the people are dissatisfied with
the present system is proven by the
complaints which have been heard on
all sides today .and especially from
parents whose children waded -through
the deep snow to school. The present
system is declared to be a relic of the
past, worn out, time tried; and found
8 failure from beginning to end.

In almost every c¢ity of London’s
size or larger in the United States
and Canada, snow bylaws are in force
which compel the people to remove
snow from the walks themselves, and
these places see that ‘the bylaw is car-
ried out. Hamilton, for example, has
framed a bylaw which is to be put in-
to effect at once, which about covers
what snowcleaning reformers would
like to see put into force in this city.
The Hamilton bylaw reads as follows:

‘“All persons occupying premises in the
city of Hamilton shall, without delay and
as completely as practicable, remove and
clear away from the sidewalks adjoining
such premises all snow and ice which
may at any time fall or be drifted, or
thrown or formed thereon, and shall in
all cases forthwith break up and remove
any ridges or lumps of ice or hardened
snow which may be at any time on such
sidewalks,

“All owners of vacant property in the
city of Hamilton shall, without delay.
and as completely as practicable, remove
and clear away from the sidewalks ad-
joining' such property all snew and ice
which may at any times fall or be drift-
ed or thrown or formed thereon, and shall
in ‘all cases forthwith break up and re-
move any ridges or lumps of ice or
hardened snow which may be at any time
on such sidewalks.

““No one shall break or injure the sur-
face of any sidewalk in removing and
clearing away the snow or ice therefrom.

“If any such owner of vacant property
‘shall - neglect to remove Such snow and
‘jce without delay, or if such occupant of
premises shall for 24 hours neglect to re-
move such snow and ice, the city cor-
poration may cause the same to be re-
moved and cleared away at the expense
of such owner or occupant; and in case
of non-payment may charge such ex-

city up to date about $600, or about 1%
cents per head of ‘population. The

penses as a special assessment against
such premises, to be recoved in like man-
ner as othér municipal rates.”
