it they vote at all, on matters of great im- 
rortence to the people of a city or muni- 
cipality, but which does not sffeot the rest 
of the nation in the slightest degroo. and 

with which the members generally aro 
completely unacquainted, in suoh cases 
tho representatives cf the people, with the 
exception of those interested, show their 
good sense by leaving the discussion and 
thenettlement of the question to the parties 
mor immediately concerned. But this 
does not meet the case. The complaint, 
and a serious one it is, still rem ai os. that 
those great questions that sffeot the in- 
terest of the Empire as a whole, have 
either to be hurried through in a per- 
fanotory manner, often without that care- 
ful consideration and exhaustive erqairy,to 
which from their imporince they are en- 
titled. It • true the sessions are pro- 
tracted to grest length, but although the 
two Houses may devote eight or nine 
m onths of the year to the work of legiala- 
tion yet much business of an important 
kind has to lie over from session to session.

Sir George Campbell proponea, or perhaps 
it would be more proper to say, suggest#, as 
s remedy for the evil, the introduction of 

s me kind of home rule into the different 
sections t f the Mother Country. He has 
visited many nations some in the Old 
World and some in the New, where any 
modification of the Home Bule principle 
was to be found in operation, with a view, 
one may suppose, to find a system appli- 
cable to Eogland’s present condition. But 
though he seems to have failed to find any. 
thing to suit the purpose, whether by tbe 
transplanting of a whole system, or by 
some bappy combination ox the ecleetie 
principle, he seems not at all discouraged, 
but still bolds the opinion, that in this 
system will be found the remedy 
for the evils under which the Brit- 
ish Parliament and people have for 
such a length of time labored. 
There is one very markad difference 
between this gentleman’s views ae set forth 
in the Fortnightly Review for the current 
month, and those of Mr. McCarthy, so far 
aa the Irish question is involved. Bir 
Gsorge Csmapball considers that the action 
of the Irish Home Ralers and the claims 
they advance are the greatest obstacles in 
tho way of the introduction of such a 
system, whereas with Mr. MeOsrthy the 
most potent reason why Home Rule she uld 
be extended to all parts ot the lbree 
kingdoms is that Ir land might he satisfied, 
and her reasonable demands conceded by 
Parliament.

Bat Sir George Campbell’s notlone cl 
Home Rule, more resembles a union ot 
two, three or four Ontario municipalities, 
both as respeots the funstions of these 
bodies, and the extent of country over 
which their jurisdiction should be 
spread. He, for some reason, répudia* es 
Canada ne a model confederation, 
praises the constitution of the United 
States, and seems in some doubt whether 
he ought not to adopt this aa bis working 
model. Now we want no better reason 
than this to pronounce Bir George Camp 
bell as utterly un it t take up the role of 
state architect, as the Dominion of Canada 
presents s much finer example of what a 
federal constitution ought to be, than 
either the United States or that of Austria. 
The letter however he thinks might an- 
swer the parpose very well, as the powers 
conferred on the Austrian Provincial Gov 
eraments seem to meet his viewa more
