The case was placed in the hands of Super­
intendent Hussey, and on Friday evening 
Mr. Warwick was quietly arrested at the 
Angel hotel and sent out to the provincial 
jail. The warrant states that on or about 
February 1 “ Charles Warwick of Westmin­
ster, being then employed in the service of 
the government of the province of British 
Columbia, and being then and there by 
virtue of the said employment in possession 
of a certain sum of money to the amount ot 
$7,500, did unlawfully steal the said 
money.”

From what can be learned it would ap­
pear that Mr. Warwick had been interested 
in some real estate in Westminster, and the 
dull times had seriously impaired its value 
and embarrassed him financially. He had 
in the course of his duty as government 
agent to h indie a considerable amount of 
money and had an official account at the 
bank. He had many friends, and whenever 
he was in difficulties there were 
plenty of men in the good times 
who would have advanced him money, but 
latterly the depression rendered such aid 
impossible. Only last August the provin­
cial auditor examined his accounts and 
cash and found everything correct, and it 
is supposed that to cover his deficiency in 
his official account he had borrowed 
money. Consequently the auditor 
could find nothing wrong. This bor­
rowed money had to be paid back, 
however, and when a few days ago he had 
to give an account to the government, he 
was unable to borrow from his friends to 
cover the deficiency. He therefore re­
solved to endure the agony no longer, but 
to make a confession of his'fault.

THE “ C. F. FUNK ” STORMBEATEN.

The barkentine C. F. Funk, bound 
from Departure Bay for Honolulu with a 
cargo of coal, put into San Francisco on 
Wednesday afternoon in distress. The 
Funk left Departure Bay January 27, 
and twenty-four hours later was caught 
in one of the heaviest storms that she 
ever encountered. The ship plunged 
into heavy cross-seas, which swept her 
decks, keeping her constantly under 
water. It was impossible to maintain a 
footing on deck, and the crew were 
obliged to take to the rigging. On the 
evening of January 31, just as it was 
turning dark, the storm was at its worst. 
The fore and main topmast went by the 
board, and the crew were compelled to 
work for forty-eight hours without rest 
to clear away the wreckage, repair the 
damage and rig up as much sail as the 
barkentine could carry. The captain 
finally determined to run for San Fran­
cisco, which he finally made.
