WasnmINGgTON, Jan. 11.—The general
arbitration freaty has been signed, Sir
Julian Pauncefote .and Secretary Olney
affixing their signaturestothe document.

ARTILLERY REORGAFIZATION.

At the O. K. there is now develo;)ed

and blocked out 2 body of ore five feet
wide, 25 feet high and about 30 feet
long, supposed to contain about 300 tons
of ore, all of which, as far as can be seen,
carries gold ffi visible quantities. It is
not all equally rich; some of it is fairly
imsregna.ted with gold. The president
and treasurer of the company arrived
from Spokane to-day to inspect the dise
covery, which is the most important of
its kind ever made in Rossland and
probably in the country.

LoxpoN, Jan. 12.—It is stated in the
foreign offices advices that the party was
unarmed when it left the consulate at
Benin, on the west side of the Niger,
travelling toward the Adamagu country.
They were surprised on the frontier ter-
ritory at Benin City, where they were
red upon, surrounded and massacred.
The object of the mission is not yet
known. Benin City is within the Niger
protectorate, and is 60 miles up the
rivér Benin. The population is 50,000,
and it is. governed by a Fetish priest-
hood, and is notorious. for human sacri-
fices. It is thought that the massacre is

‘possibly connected with the recent es-

cape of the king of the Okrika tribe to
New Calabar, who wag captured by the
British. It is feared that the -disaster
will have a bad effect on the Niger Com-
pany’s expedition, which is about to
proceed against the Emir of Nupe.

Later despatches confirm the previous
reports of massacre, and say that all the _
whites comprised in the expedition, to-~
gether with 243 native carriers, were
kilted, and that only seven Kroomen es-
caped.
