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ARIS, Feb. 1.—Everywhere in the

Under a shower 
of broken chairs the officers broke down 
the railings in front of the entrance, 
while the. crowd rained heavy blows 
upon them. Then the firemen burst in 
the doors and the police and municipal 
guards entered the buildings. Ope of the 
principal officers was severely wounded. 
Inside the church the congregation had 
erected barricades which had to be tak­
en by assault, while the men and women 
fainted. After the church had been 
cleared the commissioner proceeded to 
take the inventory. The Catholics out­
side were singing.

The energetic measures taken by the 
police had the effect of almost complete­
ly clearing the church except at the 
altar, where a few of the congregation 
and gome young priests stood

Fervently Brandishing Sticks
These were allowed to remain, 
ejection of the remainder of the crowd 
resulted in the injuring of many persons 
on both sides, including fifty policemen 
and gnards, and a still higher number 
of the militant Catholics. One hundred 
and fifty members of the congregation 
■were arrested. During the struggle som« 
of the guards had their rifles snatched 
from them and they fought with theii 
hands against the people, some of whom 
were armed with swords. One of tb« 
barricades erected, in. the church war 
thirty feet high. After the police had 
been driven out. Prefect Leplne, to pre­
vent further intervention of the peas­
antry, placed a triple rank of gnards 
armed with rifles around the church. 
Tie commissioner was thus enabled to 
proceed with the work, which he had 
a-bout completed tonight.
