The evidence of Drs. Philb.ick and Win- 
stan.ley^lnch was taken after that of Mr.

Af.tor tliankmg tlie boys in a very feel­
ing manner for their gift, Mr. Cockburn 
briefly reviewed the history of the college 
during 1ns prineipalship. A few years be­
fore liis appoiutuient ifi 18(>7, parliament 
withdrew the animal grant of $4414, which 
had been enjoyed almost since the founda­
tion of the college in 1829. Since 1801 the 
college had not received any pecuniary or 
other aid from parliament. In order to 
meet the loss of the annual grant, the 
salaries of the principal and the masters had 
been reduced. After ten years’ hard strug­
gle on the part of the principal and the 
masters, which resulted in a great increase 
in the number of pupils, the senate of the 
university of Toronto, under which the 
college was placed, made up the deduc­
tions of these hard-earned salarie*. The 
expenses of the bunar’s office had been re­
duced from $1900 to less than $9$ with­
out any loss of efficiency. In 1804 there 
was a debt on the institution of $19,8.39, 
which had not only been wiped out, 
but had given place to a surplus, 
which on the 30th June last amounted 
to $3400.

A His Movements to Slip Away Into a Quiet 
Corner Unknown and Unnoticed.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 30.—A rumour 
of the departure of the emperor is generally 
current, despite tiie precautions to conceal 
his movements. The imperial yacht, with 
steam up. is stationed belore Peterhoff, and 
has already received 1 batch of court cooks. 
The real destination will not be known here 
until the emperor arrives there. To deceive 
tqe inhabitants of Peterhoff the flag indica­
tive. of his presence will be floated over the 
chateau, which, in the sovereign's absence, 
is contrary to all usage.

Sassulitcb, been exiled to Archangel, whence 
he escap-d. The other two prisoners are 
Prikhodko, gentleman, and l’repletcbkoff, 
son of an officer.
