.......Over 12,000 Jewish refugees
either on their way to this country from 
Russia or are preparing to come, and it is 
believed that several thousands more will 
follow during the summer. The refugee 
committees in New York and Philadelphia 
are alarmed at the amount of assistance 
likely to be demanded of them, and are 
appealing to the Hebrews throughout 
America for help.
.......The greatest indignation prevails
among the members of the congregation o 
St. Patrick’s Roman Catholic church in 
Lawrence, Mass., over the scandalous re­
ports circulated about the Rev. Daniel S. 
Healey, their pastor, alleging that he has 
carried off a large amount of money col­
lected for the building fund of the 
church.

No objection wee 
made by hie advisers, as he was careful to 
advertise that he did not believe in the 
genuineness of the manifestations which 
might occur. Still, he seems to have 
privately had faith in them. While the 
show was in progress he asked one of the 
professedly entranced mediums if he would 
be successful as a minister. She replied 
that he would eucseed for a while, but 
would eventually die of consumption, in 
abject poverty. He went home and shot 
himself.
