. Loxpox, Deo. 3.—The liberals are exnlt-
7unt. The toriesaredespondent. Thecounties
on which the latter reckoned so much have
. gone againat them. Enfranchisement gave
the laborers liberty, and to the disgust of
the great landlords they have realized to
the full the secresy of the ballot box, The
end is not yet. Liberal victory in the
agrioultural districts means the progress of
dpmocratic idess, Landowners recognize
this, and the result can scarcely
fail to be to embitter the feel-
Ing between the ' peasant and the
lords of the manor, who up to now bave
believed that their will was law, not only
In the governing of their estates, but in
the opinions_of their employes. It is a
rude nwnkesi‘::g that cannot fail to estrange
the relations between master and servaat.
Everywhere there are signs of liberal
rejoicing st the unexpected turn in events.
The tories thought they had victory within
their grasp, but now at headquarters it is
. acknowledged that they caonot retain
z'ar, but there is no talk of concilia-
n. To the .bitter end the war
. will bave to rage and  then
the liberals will have to fight both con-
servatives and Parnellites. Political an~
srchy must be the result, The wiser
men of both parties recegnize this, and
wag their heads solemuly when contem-
plating the outlook. London snd Lan-
cashire have proved tory strongholds but
Sootland and the northern Eoglish counties,
except Lancasbire, Wales and the Mid
lands, are liberal. In the sovth and
east the liberals have made gains. Among
the boroughs Manchester is called the
great apostate. The greatest indigoa-
tion is felt at the five candidates who, by
refusing to accept arbitration with their
rivals, lost the liberal seats, A black list
of them is printed in the papers and posted
at the clubs, from which there is talk of
expelling them. Though a large majority
of the conservative members have been
elécted in Ireland, Parnell is gaining
greatly, A liberal majority over the
tories snd Irish seems almost beyond
hope, but the comparative closenosn of the
. two great parties will greatly strengthen
Parnmell. .

Am Unholy Combination.
LoxpoN, Dee. 3.—Mr. Chamberlain (the
radical eader) voted in Leicester and sub
poguently m:de & speech there in which he
snid that the defeats «f the liberals in the
* boroughs were due 1o five “‘P’'s”’ :* Priest-,
publicans, parsons, Parnellites and protec-
tioniste, He thought that such a combin-
ation was unlikely to recur. Mr. Parnell
boasted that he had throttled the liberal
mrty. He would probably regret the
ast. If it were true, then he
throttled the only great machinery that
existed for securing justice to Ireland.
Mr. Chamber!ain said he did not believe
that there would be a permanent alienation
of the Irish voters from the liberal party.
The country would probably have for a
short time & weak government existing by
the sufferance of its opponents. If it did
no mischief it might live, If it did harm,

the liberals would speedily eni it.

The Earl of Rosebery, speaking at Glas-
gow to-day, said the new parliament
would be a short-tived one, The symptoms
indicated that it would be an unhealthy
and feeblé infant. Ireland, the speaker
gaid, had shown ingratitude toward Mr.
Gladstone.

The conserva-
tives require to win 122 more seats out of
the 144 still unpolled, of which it is calcu-
Jated 'hat 30 will fall to the Parnellites.
The conservatives cannot posibly maintain
power independently of the Parnellites.
The opinion of the conservative clubs is
opposed to placing any reliance on the
Parnellites, but favors an early resigna~
tion of the Salisbury ministry in order to
gain an absolute majority. The liberals
peed to win half the seats still un~
polled.

MURDERED HIS INTENDED BRIDE.

A Detroit Young Man Siays His Aflianced

Witk a Bazor and Escapes.
DeTROIT, Mich,, Dec, 3.—Bertha Duck=
witz, aged 21, lived on Chestnut street,
this city. Saturday next had been fixed
as t.ho date of her marriage with William
Stevaus, aged 23, who so late as ]ast even-
ing brought ‘her gloves, laces and knick~
knacks in view of the approaching event.
About six o'clock this morning Henry
Duckwitz, & young brother of ~ the
girl, on leaving the cottage to
proceed to work, almost stumbled over
the dead body of his sister, which lay
across the plank walk alongside the cot-
tage. Within a spsce of six or eight feet
from the garden gate were two pools of
hlood, in ona of whioh lay the corpse.
Upon the latch and the staves of the gate
and here and there in other places were
smears and clots of gore, showing
that & desperate struggle had taken place.
One adroit blow witn a razor or other
sharp weapon sufficed to sever her wind--
pipe. Suspicion pointed to the man
Stevans and he was sought, but could mnot
be found. The glrl once told her mother
that Stevans had a tertible temper and
she would not for the world provoke him,
A neighbor states that just before she
went to bed late last night she heard them
conversing apparently near the garden
gate, The ring which the girl had worn
constantly sinde they had been betrothed
i» missing, Stevans is five feet six inches
in height, is a muscular men, of fair com-
plexion, light hair, dark brown moustache,
light brown side whiskers and blue eyes.
A peculiar circumsjanoce connected with
the tragedy is the professed ignorance of
Mrs. Stevans and her dsughter of the
relations Stevans bore to Miss Duckwitz.
They olaim to know noshing of the intended
marriage, though they were acquainted
with the girl. At the inguest Mrs.
Stevens denied having seen her son since
Wednesday noon, but afterwards admitted
that he came hgme at an early hour this
morning, went into the kitchen and washed
his hands, and sgain went out. A bloody
towel found in the house is now in the
hands of the police.

Eastern Roumelin Aiso Rejeets Russia’s

CoxsTaNTINOPLE, = Desc. 3. —Djevdet
Pasha has been formally appointed special
envoy and governor-general of Eastern
Roumelia. The Austrian, German and
Russian consuls have received instructions
to support Djevdet. At the last sitting of
the Balkan conference the Turkish repre-
sentative, on announcing the departure of
the Turkish sgent for Philippopolis, sub-
mitted for signature & summary of the
disoussion, in which the right of Turkey
to oecupy Eastern Roumelia was admitted.
Sir Wm. White, the British representative,
refused to sign the document on the ground
that although . Turkey’s right was undis-
puted it would have been better to have
gent & mixed commission to Roumelia
before the Turkish commission,

{ True to Buigaria.
Priuierororts, Deo, 3.—The Tarkish
delegates have arrived here. A meeting of
citizens was held and the bishop urged
them to repudiate the proposal to restore
the status quo ante, The Ruesian agent
waa present and warned his hearers that if
the commissioners were not received
Turkish troops would enter the country
and that Russia would refuse assistance to
the Roumelians, The meeting, however,
declined to sccept the commissioners to
treat on the restoration of the status quo
ante. The meeting sent the various foreign
consuls a copy of a resolution which %n
substance was as follows: “That the
Tarkish delegates be requested to postpone
the object of their mission and depart for
their homes; that the citizens of Philip-
popolis only acknowledge Sofia, the capital
of Bulgaria, as the seat of government;
that the army of Eastern Roumelia and
the educated classes being absent at tl\a
seat of war the citizens are unable to trea
on such an important subjectdo the prov=
ince, and having sent 60,000 men to war
they cannot listen to a proposal for the
restoration of the status quo ante,”

Lord Salisbury Eespousibie.

Sr. PeTERsBURG, Dec. 3.—The Journal
de St. Petersbourg, commenting on the
speech of Lord Saliebury at the recent
banquet in London to Count Von Munster,
the retiring German minister, saya: “Lord
Salisbury in his reference to the assimila
tion of the British policy to that of Ger-
many strained at a reality.” The German
policy, the Journal says, is a correct and
pacific one, tending to prevent complica~
tions, Lord Salisbury forgot that the
blood now flowing in the Slav countries
was owing to his obstruction policy, which
rendered the Baikan conference abortive.

Prinee Alexander’s Indictment of Servia.

Loxpox, Dsc. 3.—The Bulgarian gov-
ernment has sent another circular letter
to the powers. It points out that Igrvin
first declared war ; that after reverses
Bulgarian valor forced the Servians te re-
tire to their own territory ; that despite
the armistice agreed to, the Servians conn
tinued hostilities against Widdin, and
tha! it was owing to threats made by the
Austrisn minister at Beigrade that Prince
‘Alexander agreed to an armistice and invit=
ed Servia to appoint delegates to arvange
matters, Prince Alexander gives assur-
ance that he will not try to influence
Roumelia against the porte’s delegates,
but he asks the powers to persuade the
porte to defer action until after the con-
clusion of peace with Servia.

In official circles it is thought that a
resumption of hostilities is certain, owing
to Prince Alexander’s refusal of the terms
proposed by Servia. It is stated that

fighting has already been resumed.

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W4AITING FOR THE JUDGMENT.

Sam Caldwell's Suit Against W. R. Bing-

bham Nearing the Ead.

For over s year now the fraternity that
patronizes foot races has anxiously awaited
Mr, Justice Rose’s decision in the suit of
Sam Oaldwell of Brantford against W. R.
Biogham of the Hub, in this city. It is
understood $hat the judge has the fall
evidenoe in his possession, and judgment
will probably be given in less than & week.
This suit, it will be remembered, grew out
of the Quirk-Stone foot race 8t Hamilton
on Sept. 30, 1884, The race was 120 yards
for $250 a side. Mr. Caldwell backed
Quirk, his fellow townsman, and Stone
ostensibly put up hie own stake, although
it is alleged that Mr. Bingham was the
real owner of the money. The latter acted
as stakeholder and referee. Quirk came
in first in the race, but Referes Bingham
claimed that Quirk fouled by running
outside his course. There was ocon-
siderable excitement the finish,
and Referce Bingham ~claims that
just as soon as he decided that Quirk
fouled he handed she stakes to Stone.
Caldwell and Quirk both allege that Mr.
Bingham was warned not to_pay over the
money to Stone, as he had not won the
race by any manner of means. After
Caldwoll saw that his money was gone he
immediately entered an action againat
Bingham to recover $250. The case was
tried before Mr, Justice Rose. at Simcoe,
Norfolk county, on Nov. 4, 1884. Several
witnesses were examined, but no oneé ocould
be found who would swear that they saw
Bingham hand over the money to Stone.
In the box himself Mr, Bingham swore
that the minute he decided the race In
Stone’s favor he handed him the stakes,
which he took from his pocket. His lord-
ship counld not deliver judgment at the
time of the trial owing to the absence of
Stone himgelf, who; after the race, went to
New York, It is now anderstood that
Stone has made an affidavit, whioh
has been forwarded to his lordship. A%
the time of the trial, theé judge said he had
nothing to do with the decision of the
referee, Mr. Bingham, Ths question to
be considered was: *Did Caldwell and
Quirk warn Bingham not to ‘pay over tlge
money to Stone before he alieges he did
#0.” The judgment is looked forward to
with much interest by the sporting men of
the province,

PUBLIC SCHOOL AFFAIRS.

A PILE Or BUSINESS AT THE
BOARD LAST NIGHT.

-

The Imapeetors’ Report—Sale of Schoel

Sites—Dispute About & Tender for

Heating—Uther Busfness. .

An unusually interesting meeting of the
public schoel .bond was held last night,
with Chairman Roden and twenty trustees
present, A lot of business was gone
through, bnt nevertheless the members
found time for numerous and very warm
discussions on committee reports and other
matters.

A communication was read from City
Auditors W, R, Hughes and Wm. Ander-
son, stating that in their opinion the
practice of drawing’ orders on the city
treasurer for the payment of public school
moneys to teachers and others, signed by
the ohairman and countersigned by the
secretary-treasurer of the board, is con~
trary to law. This oconclusion they had
arrived at after a careful study of the
statute, and suggested that the secretary=
treasurer should act for the board.

A deputation -of ratepayers and resi-

dents of that portionof St. Patrick’s ward
north of College street presented & petition
requesting the board to consider the advis~
ability of locating midway between College
and Bloor streets the sohool which it was
intended to establish at the corner
of Ceoil and Huron streets, The chair=-
man,in a manner worthy of the premier of
the local government, assured the deputa-
tion. that their petition would ‘‘receive
the most earnest consideration” of the
board.

Walter Massey of the Massey Works
asked the committee to appoint & teacher
for a night school to be eatablished in
Massey hall in the west end. The firm
would guarantee ample accdmmodation, as
well as lighting and heating. They could
fill the school with their own employes,
although of course it would be obligatory
to admit all comers,

The inspectors’ report for November
showed that the registered  pum-
ber of pupils for the month was
14344 and the average attend-
ance 12,778, The attendance at the Kin~
dergartens in Viotoria and Niagara street
schools was 84 and 85 respectively.

The report of the finance committee
made provision for the appointment of
returning officers . for the school trustee
elections for 1886, the amounts to be paid
such returning officers, and for she use of
polling booths.

The hoard went into committee of the
whole on the report of the school manage-
ment committee. The repert recommended
that the several teachera in the employ of
the hoard be re-appointed,  The recom=
mendation that the regulation adopted by
the board April 15, 1882, providing that
«]] pew appointments to the position of
head or assistant master shall be made
from those teachers who hold first~
class provincial certificates” be rescinded,
excited » heated discussion in which Mr.
McMarrich and Dr. Ogden strongly
opgosed the striking out of the regulation.
They wanted to have first-class teachers
holding first class certificates. The olause,
however, eventually carried. The clause
recommending * that the committee be
authorized to dismiss the teachers at 3
o'clock on the first Friday in each mc?th,
for the purpose of receiving instructions
from the superintendent ot drawing in the
proper method of using the models
recently purchased by the board in con-
nection with the drawing books,” brought
on ansther warm discussion. Several
members thoughs that the city teachers
were not 8o hard worked that they would
be unable to give an extré hour a week,
The members objected %o having the
children run loose for ome hour more
weekly, The report also recommended
shat Mr, Lewis be allowed to give a series
of lessons on elocution without charge to
the teachers in the public schools of the
ci'y, in one of the rooms in Victoria street
achool, and that the, Christmas vaoation
extend from Tuesday, Dec. 22 till Jan. 7,
as provided by law.

At the bosrd Dr. Ogden moved that the
clause providing for the dismissal of the
teachers once & month at 3 o'clock be
struck out and that one be substituted to
the effect that the attendance of
the teachers be required for one
heur on the first Saturday of every
month to receive the instruction. The
amendment was carried. Mr, McMaurrich
then moved that the olause recommending
the striking out of the regulation provid-
ing for the lp?)htment of head masters be
struck out, This amendment was lost and
the report was adopted as amended.

THE DECEMBER COURTS,
A Debt for Which the Wusband is Not
Responsible—A Barber's Case. -

Before Judge Morgan at the genmeral
seesions yesterday Emery Dumunn was
found guilty of stesling a watch from
Daniel 0’'Connor of Guelph, on November
5. John McPhilliney was found not gnilty
on & charge of stealing a load of stone from
one of the corporation yards on the Ee-
planade.

Prendergast—The British Weil Re-
eelved by the People of Barmah,

Loxpox, Deo. 3.—The following addi-
jonal’details of the surrender of King
Theebaw were received to-day: On Satur~
day last Gen. Prendergast, commander of
the British expeditionary force, at the
head of a brigade of troops, marched into
Mandalay. King Theebaw at once
received Col. Sladen, who accompanied the
expeditionary force as civil commissioner,
at the palace with the usual
eastern  formulas, The king was
much affected and frightened. He
said he hoped the British would spare his
life; that he wished to abdioate, and would
remain in any house allosted to him by the
British government.,  King Theebaw
claimed that his ministers had deceived
him in regard to the situation of
affairs ; that he was ignorant of
what was oocurring outside of * Man-
dalay; . that he was almost & prisoner
in his palace; that he feared assassins
would slay him if he left the palace, and
he would surrender to the British authors
ities. Col. Sladen advised his majesty to
plead with Lord Dufferin, the viceroy of
Indis, at Calcutta, On Sunday King
Theebaw surrendered in the presence of
the ministers and embarked for Calcutta
under guard. The French consul accom-
panied his majesty. The Burmese appear
to be friendly disposed toward the British,
