BROKERS AT LOGGERHEADS,

Mew York Insurance Men whe Say. the

Business inGoing to the “Bow Wows.”

From The New York Herald.

“There is probably no business in New
York ity -at present thatisin such a state
of démoralization as that of insurance.”
This was told me yesterday by a well known

The | insurance Broker, whose office is on Broad-

way. Of the subject in gemeral he had the
following to say:

““There are in this city about two hundred
reputable brokers 'who have made a study of
the business and who look upon it as a prq;
fession. These men are reliable, look dur
the interests of the companies as well as of
their customers, and do what you wight call a
legitimate insurance business.
< “There arefour or five hundred men, how- |
evér, who' pretend fo be ingurance brokeys,
but who are only ‘guerillas,” who go on
marauding expeditions . after premiums, take
insurance risks at any figure they can take
.H:‘ acoupt . moything -in the way of com ges,
sions,

“These men, of course, demoralize busin
The companies themselves cantot be hel
responsible, for it is-the brokers who do nine-
veuths of the business,; and it would not pay
for shem  to ‘buck’ against them,

“Insurance rates are something awful just
now., Think of fifteen cents on the dollar for
u, policy for three years. How much money
do you suppose the company is going to make
out- of that after paying twenty-five per cent
to the broker for securing the risk?

“Our commissions now are, we will sa;
swenty-five per cent. We mao to place or
& custcmer a cerd ta figure.
One of these outside ‘uhyutcu will offer to
take the same risk at a less figure, even
giving up the whole of the commission to
secure his customer.

“You can easily seethe result of all this.
Insurance risks are ‘hawked’ about umong
the ' different companies; a regular cutthroat
business is the result. The companies ¢an-
not stand this sort of thing and at the same
tigre meet, their losves,

We are now trying to get up another
compact  that_will torce the compauies  to
recognize the Metropolitan Board of Brokers,
which they will do, because it will be in their
own intéce tsas well as ours,

“We* will ‘then have a regular schedule of
rates which will not be devisted from, and
th- outside small fry will be frozen oat, as
they cannot du busiuess uuless they cut
updler ourrates,)”

“Will rates be bigher?” I asked,
