Never since the confed-
ated Provinces were linked together in
a Dominion—a oolonial nationality—
has general expectancy been so excit-
ed at Ottawa as it is now. The heir of
the proudest Dukedom in Scotland oo-
cupies the Vice-Regal chair of State, A
Princess Royal, his amiable wife, is im-
parting additional dignity and lustre to
the drawing-room of Rideau Hall—the
Governor General's Canadian palace—
and by her example, she is shedding a
refining influenge on social life at Otta-
wa.

Juis to be hoped that, during the pre-
sent Legislative Session, party political
feuds will be suffered to die, or at least
lie dormant; that no factious hostility
will be arrayed against good govern-
mental measures, and that the predo-
minate party will not tarn a deaf ear
to the suggestions and remonstrances
of the Opposition. Ours is a new and
noble country, and the energies of ics
best men, instead of being frittered
away in political #warfare, should be
concentrated in the development of its
immense resources, and in the up-build-
ing of a nationality which is destined
to occupy a proud position among the
civilized communities, which derive
their origin from Anglo-Saxonism. Its
extent “{rom ocean to ocean’’ is some-
thing grand to contemplate, and the
field it ofters for European emigration
is without a parallel on the surface of
our globe.

GAMBLING.

A bill was recently introduced in the
Vermont Legislature ¢ prohibiting
grmbiing of all kinds—even the grab-
bag at church-fairs.” Cards, dice and|
billiard cnes are not the only means
used in the practice 'of gambling. <All
games, of either chance or skill, are
practically gambling operations. When-
ever by these means, monsy passes
from one to another without a substan-
tial equivalent, the spirit of gambling is
detected.  Horse-racing, boat-racing,
pugilistic encounters in the ring, and
lotteries all come under the same cate
gory.  The moral tendencies of them
all are the same. Mercantile specula
tions are sometime little better, moral-
ly considered than are adventures
of the faro-table. Where the rights ot
meum et tuum are lost sight of—in other
words, where there is an exchange of
property without fairly balanced equi-
valents, the spirit of gambling, though
behind a screen, is fraudulently lurk-
ing. To this cause, in no small mea-
sure, may the present depression in
trade be attributed. The spirit of
fraud may pervade the ecounting-house
as well as the gambling hells, where
pecuniary and moral ruin is wrought
by the aid of cards and  dice. The
zambler’s slang praises are getting
inte the mouths of decent people, who

are unconscious of the import of the|

words they are uttering. “ I bet,”
though often innocently and carelessly
spoken, smacks of the billiard-room,
the turf, and the eock pit. It should
be eschewed by everybody, and es-
pecially by people of taste and refine-
mend.

In acknowledging with profound grati-
tude the reception which has been accord-
ed to myself as Her Majesty’s representa-
tive, I am also commanded by the Queen
to convey through you to the people .of
Canada her thanks for the loyal, generous
and kindly manner in which they have
welcomed her daughter.

The contribution of Canadian products
and manufactures to the great national ex-
hibition at Paris, last year, attracted much
attention,and it is belicved will have a
beneficial effect on the trade of the Do-
minion with Europe.

A measure will also be submitted to you
for the vesting in Her Majesty for the use
of the Dominion of certain Ordnance and
Admiralty lands in the provinces of Nova
Scotia aud New Bruaswick.
