Chicago’s Fiftleth Year.

FROM A LOG HUT TO 4 GREAT MEYROPOLIS.

(Speeial Despateh to the Boston @lobe.)

Cmcaco, Aug. 10.—It is fifty years ago
to-iay since Chicago was organized ns a
town having at that time a population of
350 souls and 150 frame houses, The an-
'niversary however, will not be celebrated
either in a public or private manner,

This great and thriving metropolis of
the West is & wonderful example of rapid
growth. From a small Indian trading
st, comprising a bundred or so of popu-
lation, it has grown to a city of bhalf a
million of inhabitams Inride of half a cen-
tury. Joliet and Marguette were the first
white visitors to the spot where the city
now stands, in 1673, The first permanent
settlement was made in 18304, when Fort
Dearborn was erected ; it was demolished
in 1857. The town was organized in 1833,
avd incorpurated as a city in 1837, Tue
first brick house was erected in 1833, the
first vessel entered her barbor in 1834, and
the first official census was taken July 1,
1837, and figured at 4,170, In 1850 the
population was 29,963 ; in 1860, 112,372 ;
in 1870, 290,977, and in 1380, 503,185,
Whut with a progress of building and the
great fire, it has resulted that very few
of Chicago’s old landmarks remain, albeit
thecity ir yet among the youngest of the
large cities of the land. The name of
Chicago has been variously interpreted to
mean™ gkunk’ or © pole-cat,”’ and wild
onion, both.those animals and that herb
having once been plentiful in tlat region.
Again, it is derived from the Indian word
L4 checagne ' signifying thunder, or the
voice of the Great Manitou.

The early settlers came principally from
thie Sonthern States. The embryo. city
was intested with wolves, and mauy of the
old citizens can tell pleasant stories of
vxciting wolf hunts. The first resideut of
Chicago was a ncgro named Jean Baptiste
Point au Sable. He built a camp on the
north bank of what was called the main
river, Major Long, government agent,
spuaks in 1827 of Chicago as containing
but a few huts ** inhabited by a . miserable
race of men scarcely equal to the Indwans
from whom they had descended.”’ Their
houses, he said, were ¢ low, filthy and
disgusting. Ho nioreover stated that i
held forth no inducements to a would-be
settler,** the whole amount of trade on
the lake not exceeding the cargoes of five
or Bix schooners,.” Ten years later Chica-
¥o became & city, and it has gone on in-
creasing in & marvellous manner, its
wholesale tiade now aggregating over
$500,000,000. The great fire of 1871 swept
over an area of thiee and a third square
miles, destroying 17,450 Luildings and
rendering homeless 98 500 people. The
total loss footed up to $190,000,000. Two
years later another gieat fire destroyed $4,-
000,000 worth of property, covering sixty
acres in the heart of the city.

The history of Chicago’s wonderful re-
cuperation is too, well known to meed re-
petition, The Chicago of to-day bas a
trilliant destiny before it. It has ah
immense trade in pork and beef and other
commod ities amounting in value to $400,.
000,000. Its facturing tablis
ments employ over 40.000 hands with an
estimated capital of $50,000,000. Its poris
tion, affording an unsurpassed water front,
the network of railronds converging there,
and its umple facilities for commerce ®
manulactures, afford Chicago an oppor—
tunity to go quickly to the front reuk of
lgruut citics,
