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The mild weather has been a drawback to
trade in many lines. At Toronto stock-taking
returns are good, money active with increased
activity in the lumber camps. Thete has been
20 absence of price-cutting this year wbich
has greatly contributed to the increase of pro-
fits.  Inthe leading Canadian centres there
is an active demand for funds and monc:
seems to be in demand by all classes of busi-
nessmen.  Money continues firm.  There
has been an advance of one per cent. in the
Bank of England rate during the week which
is causing excitement ia financial circles here,

Whoat.

The wheat markets continue dull and in-
active.  Wheat futures have ruled weaker
both at Liverpool and Chicago and the pres.
ent outlook is not a bopeful one for better
prices. Prices have declined during the week.
The depressing features on this side are caus-
ed by the large increase in the visible supply
and lower cables. Farmers in the Western
States are not offering wheat freely and the
limited demand with nothing attractive in the
price conlinues to hold the trade in the wait-
ing situation it has been in for some wecks
past. There is no particular change in the ex.
port movement.

The market heie is dull and prices are easy
at 63c. fer red and white west. Spring
wheat is quoted at 63c. east, while goose is
steady at 67c. to 69¢, west.  On the Toronto
farmers’ market red and whits bring 6Sc. to
694c., spring 6fe 6Sc, t0 69¢., and goose 6Sc.
to 69¢. per bushel.

Oats and Barley.

Ecglish markets for oats are reported quiet
but steady with stocks light.  There is a fair
inquiry at Montreal for export, lut trade is
limited by the shortage in ocean vessel space.
The market here is easier at 26¢. to 27¢. for
white west and east. On Toronto farmers’
market oats bring 28)c. to 294c. per bushel.

Some little business is doing 1n barley for
cxport. The matket here is dull at 3Sc. for
No. 2 west and 335c. to 36¢. per bushel for
feed barley. On the farmers’ market barley
brings 42¢. to 43%4c. per baushel.

Pess and Corn,

Cable reports for peas are weaker. The
Montreal market is steady at §73c. bigh and
38%c. low freichts at country points. Here
the demand is fair at §Sc. east and §7c. west.
On the Toronto farmers’ market peas fetch

Applea.

A gicat change for the better has come
over the English apple market, and really
good sound fruit is in demand. The de-
moralized state of the market during the past
few weeks has been more due to bad fruit
than anything else. The shipments from
Canada and the United States so far this
season show an increase of 35,365 bbls. as
compared with the same period last year,
Last week’s reports of sales of sound fruit
net from $2 to $2.50 at Ontsrio points. One
lot of Kings is reported to have petted the
shipper 83.50 per barrel.  These reports will
offset spmewhat the losses of the past few
weeks. No. 1 quality of apples bring $2.75
to 83.50 at Montreal, and No. 2 $1.60 to Sz
per harrel.  Apples on the Toronto farmers’
market bring $1 to §2 per barrel.

Hay and Straw.

The Montreal hay market keeps firm and
active, there being 2 good demand, with sales
of choice No. = reported at §8 to §5.50 f.0.b.
at country points. No. 1 baled hay is quoted
there at §9.50 to $10 ; No. 2 $8.30t089, and
clover at §5 per ton. No. 1 timothy is quoted
here at §8.50 to §9.75 for cars on track, and
baled straw at §4 to 84.50 perewt.  On the
Toronto farmers' market hay brings $10 to
$11 ; mixed, £9 to $9.50; sheaf straw, $7 to
$7.50 3 and loose straw, $4 to §5 per ton.

Cheese.

The cheese situation continues 1o grow
stronger as the scason advances, and stocks
are shown to be light. It is now conceded
that there is less cheese in Canads than there
was at this time a year ago, and the Enplish
make is showing signs of a shortage so that
cverything favors even higher prices than are
being paid now. The markel is pretty well
clcar:nf underpriced goods, and those hold-
ing good stock are not anxious tosell. The
total exports of cheese for the scason of navi-
gation just closed at Monteeal were 1,844,358
boxes as against 1,578,509 boxes for last year,
a decrease of 34,451 boxes. Stocks in Can-
ada are estimated to be about 250,000 boxes
less thap Iast year at this time.  Finest East-
em Scptembers are worth from 1135 to 311 3¢c.
at Montreal, and finest Westerns from 115§ to
113}{c., with 12¢. asked in some places. The
local markets are abozt all over for this sea-
son. At Woodstock on Wednesday all
cheese offered sold at 125¢e.

Butter,

There is 2 decided improvement in the but-
ter situation on both sides of the Atlantic.
This is welcome news after the big falling off
in prices during the past few weeks. Export
creamery sold as high as 24 to 24ic., then
dropped to 19 and 19ic., and last week ad-
vanced to 20} to 21¢. al Montreal for export.
The slump was caused by heavy shipments
from Australia and New Zealand. Stocks
in Canada just now are light, and 1he supp)
of milk in the United States and Canada s
reported 10 be 33 to 40 per cent. less
than last year at this time.  Prices during
the week have run up to 27 and 274c.
at New York, and butter has been ye-shipped
from England to that market, At present
values here it will pay to send butter there
and pay duty. The total exports of butter for
the season were 457,456 pkgs. as compared
with 283,910 pkgs. last, season an increase of
173,546 pkgs. The outlook is bright and the
prospects for gcod prices for winter creamery
assured. Dairy butter is scarce at Montreal
where western is qquoted at 17 to 1S¢c. Cream.
ery butter at Toronto brings 21 to 22¢. for
tubs and 22 to 23¢. for prints. Choice dairy
tubs bring 17¢ and _daizy b, rolls in large lots
18 to 19¢c. each. On the farmers’ market 1b.
rolls bring 21 to 25¢. each.

Wool.

Americans are picking up Canadian fleece
at Montreal. Large sales are reported here
of Canadian fleece to Americans at 18 to 20¢.
per Ib.  This means considerable advance in
the matket here.

Cattle.

Some of the Amezican cattle markets have
shown some activity during the week, but the
demand bas been chiefly for good butchers’
cattle rather than for heavy exporters, At
Bafalo on Friday trade was dull and the de-
mand slow. At Toronto receipts were light
with trade firm, particularly for the better
classes of which there were not enough to
supply the demand and and in consequence
prices for these were firmer.  The quality of
the fat cattle offered was only medium witk
very few exceptions and there was not enough
of the best butchers’ to supply the demand.
