was discovered near New Rochelle,
N. Y., after which place it is sometimes
called “ The New Rochelle.”

Our first experience in blackberry
growing was with this variety, which
had been brought into Canada by our
old friend, Mr. A. M. Smith, It was
a good grower, and bore good crops,
but our great objection to it was its
manner of ripening. It would color
nicely, and yet conceal within a green,
hard, sour core, which would cause a
wry face upon any one who was goose
enough to try to eat it ; and if left till
dead ripe, it was too soft to ship any
distance. No wonder that the market
for blackberries opened up for us very
slowly, or that the brambles were soon
