Chapter 19—verse 5. “But you set yourselves up
against me ; and reprove me with my reproaches.  Job
complains of the severity with which his friends, and
particularly Baldad, in his bitter invective, repronch
him for erimes, of which he is innocent, and therefore
hesays in tho following verse (6), ** at least now under-
stand that God hath not afilicied me with an equal
judgment,” &c,

Saint Gregory explains these words thus : Job, being
o just man, and truly considering his own lhfe, thought
that his affliction was greater than his sins deserved:
and, in that respect, that the punishment was not equal 3
yet it was just, as coming {rom God, who gives a crown
of justice to those who suffer for rightcousness sake 3
and prove the just with tribulations ; as gold is tried in
the fire. D. B.

Verses 25, 26, 27. I know that my Redeemer
liveth,” &c. How clearly do these texts shew’Job's
explicit beliol in his Redeemer; and that also of the
resurrection of the flesit; not as one tree riseth in place
of anather ; but that the self-same flesh in which we die
shall rise again at the last dey ; changed, by the power
of Gad, in quality, but not in substance; every ore
having then to receivo sentence according to his works
in this life ; and in that very flesh, which had been in-
strumental in his good or evil deeds. Ibid.

Chapter 20, Sophar, like the rest of Job’s {ricads,
apply 10 tac holy sufferer’s afllicting case God’s threals
against the wicked.

Chapter 21—verso 13. ¢ They spend their days in
wealth, and is a moment they go down to hell.  This
is Job’s triumphant argument against the imputations of
413 {tiends. The wicked, ns the Saviour says, * have
their corsolation” here: while ¢ the just are tried iz
pure gold in the furnace of aflliction,” whereas ¢« the
wicked man,™ says Job, *is reserved to the day of
desteuction” {which i5 after his life) ; **and he shall be
broughs ta tho duy of wrath * Verse 30,

Verese 23, ¢ Aceentable 1o the gravel of Cocytus.’™
The Hebrew word, which St Jerom has hero rendered
by tho nowe o Cocylus (which the poets represent as 2
river in holl) 5 signifies a valiey ortorrent ; and, in this
pirce, is talien tar the lowest rogion of death and hell;
