He is an expert climber and burrower. The
torpor we hear frequently cxpressed cannot
apply fully to the bear of this country—for in
winter he is found not altogether inactive, and
feeding upon leaves, bark, moss, mice, and
other small animals; and comes out from his
den in the spring, not emaciated, but in good
flesh, exeept when someill luck has forced him
from his chosen quarters. His flesh is scldom
caten by any who had ever beheld him alive,
though neeessity or a morbid appetite may ren-
der it food. s fat or ‘grease’ is well known
as a remedial agent in cuts, bruises, and corns,
among the country people; and forms the ba-
sis of innumerable Quack medicines—such as
ointments, panaceas, &c. With this slight de-
seription, the writer would gladly leave this
unceuth destroying animal ; but he is still to
be disposcd of.
