Tii conietsienl,-one c.annlot be longr in
Lendonu alla heep bis , es Opéli, Iwitholnt
leinig iîuprcsseid, fîrst of ail1, -%vithi the idea of
its qillivhig tDeaith- 1 hiave snid that a huit-
areti flalifaxes volid liardly equil it in
populationi; biiyl if thie mýealtli of a htudred
Ilalifaxes icy ijtniplicd by a tlîotisand,
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the resuit would stili fali below tlîat of
London. Liànd lias sold iu Laondon at the
raîte of nine lnuîdred thousand pounds ister-
ling per acre, and there are nîauv acres ini
the City Ivlich oven thiq enorimous suim woluld
îîot pureliise.

The visitor te Londoîîn cinuet fail, again,
te bc impressed ivitli its vast -inaterial re-
souirces, lu a Word, its plolCî.. h woulld bo
ne triflimg wir ivhichi London itself could
wage. An Americaxi whio visitefd the Wool-
m-ich DOCkyard and. Arsenal. a few niontlhe
silice, imade the rellîîrk, thiat if îhic Russians
coniti once sec the Flace thcy wouild nleyer
tlîink 'of going to war wii England.

Londoni, finally, exceedls any otiier city on
the face of tll. eartlî in the variety and ex-
tent of i*8 art tecasitres. They hiave beeîî
gyarnieredl front evcry quarter of the globe.
li the Britishî Museuni, for exaînle, are the.
world-reîîownedl Elgin Marbies, so-called. iii
consequeuce of tlieir liavinig beiî obtained
by Lord Elgin whienunbassador at Constanti-
noQple (1801-1803). These scuilpturesý were
cxecuted under the sîîperintenclcnce of Pli-
dias, anîd are univcrsally acknowledged to bc
the niost valuable examples of Greek art
wichl inoer tintes posscss.

In this siue Museuiin is aise a collection
of sculptures obtaiîîed chielly by Mr. Layard,
1847-50, it anicient MNinevelh. it was. from
the study of the inscriptions on thiese slabs
thit young Prof. Dèlitzschi of. I4eipzig-still
offly 26 years of agc-hais nmade inîiseif one0
of the best Assyriau seliolars in E trope,
hiaving lsitelypublihed an -As syriau grâunmir.
