MISSIONS OF UNITED PRESBYTERIANSORUROH.

InpIA.—DEroLie.—The Rev. W. Bonnar, Missionary at Deolee, gives
:-gome interesting and encouraging information as to the Regars of Kekree.
“These people are numbered among the lower order of society, their occupa.
ion being either that of tilling the yround or tanning skins. A gooroo or

religious teacher among them hal sorfie years ago been led to see the

~ginfulness of idol worship and the f. lly of many Hindooreligious observances.

‘He comyposed a book from which he continued to teach hisfollowers. Some

~of themn adopted his views and renounced idolatry. They were afterwards

“brought into contract with christian missionaries, who visited them repeat-
~edly. A native teacher was sent, who, however, did not meet with much-
vencouragement. But the movement is being anxiously watched by the

misdionaries who are hoping and praying that the good work began among
.:their people may yet bear rich fruit.

Yedo, and.Yokohama, on the east coast ; Osaka and Hiogo, or Kobe, on the
seuthern coast.; and Nagasaki, at the soutl-west extremity of Kiusiu. There
.are missionaries &t all but two of these places, viz. Hakodete and Niigata,
sand good men are scattered here and there as teachers of schools in various

. +other places in the interior. The most populous of the oggn ports are Yedo

«(now called Tokiyo), Yokohama, Osaka, and Nagasaki. Niigata is difficult
«of .access, for want of a harbor. But for this drawback, I regard itasa
wvary desirable place for the establishment of a mission.

The first and only native Church 1s at Yokohama, and now
mumbers 44 in all. It is Presbyterian, in that it is under the government

prosper them in building up churches here that shall be one in Christ ! If
your missionaries come here to build up Christ’s Church, they will be
ewelcomed mest cordially.
