USEFUL HINTS.

Cross bridging between floor beams should be of 1 x 3-inch
stock, and from 35 to 8 feet between rows. The rows should be
continuous, so that cach strut may abut directly opposite the
ends of others in the row.

The usual method of removing old paint by scraping or burn-
ing it off is extrémely laborious, and too slow for general pur-
poses. A more thorough and expeditious way is by chemical
process, using for thet purpose a solution of seda and quicklime
in cqual proportion. The solution may be made as follows:
The soda is dissolved in water, the lime is then added, and the
solution is applicd with a brush to the old paint. A few
moments are sufficient to remove the coats of paint, which may
be washed off with hot water. The oldest paint may be re-
moved by a paste of the soda and quicklime. The wood should
afterward be washed with vinegar or am acid solution before
repainting to remove all traces of the alkali. The advantage of
the usc of alkali solution over the scraping or bumning off of the
paint is in leaving the surface in better condition for working
upon,

LEGAL DECISIONS,

TRUDEAU V8. DALLAIRE.~This was a case in the Supesior
Courts at Montreal, in whach the plaintiff alleged that by a con-
tract soxs seang prive of 30th November, 1888, he was to furnish
the defendant with 100 toises of stong, to be delivered at St
Henn and ste. Cunegonde.  The defendant accepted six toises,
the price of which amounted to $48, but refused to receive the
vest.  The plaintiff claimed $100 damages, beside $48 for the
stone accepted. The court maintained the action, and gave
judgment for the $548 demanded.

American slate varics from 167 Ibs. to 1St 1bs. per cubic foot,
good purple slate averaging 174 lbs.  Slates vary from X to
7-16m. 10 thackness.  Slating is always measured by the square
of 100 feet sup. In measuring slaung, the width of the eaves 1s
to be allowed, measured at the widest pat. Eaves, hips,
valleys, combings and cuttings aganst walls, are to be measured
extra. Allowing 1 foot width, by whole length of such work.
Openings less than 3 feet square are not to be deducted.

All lead, tin or other metal work, flashings, valleys, cte., are
extra. Chimneys and flues are not deducted, and cuttinse
around them measured lineal, 1 foot wide.

When vamish is being used from a can only at long intervals,
the can  should be closed cach time after taking out the re-
quired quantity with a cork that will go down level with the top
of the nozzle, and this should be plastered with melted rosin or
hard soap to cxclude the air and keep the vemaining varnish
from getting thick and tough. ‘
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
