Words of dotraotion and slander require
the watoh, It ianot all mention ofa neigh-
bour’s faults and ovil deeds that is wrong}
for wo cannot but notice gross fanlts, and
to spenk of them in & right spirit may be
porfectly right, and needful for self-defence
and the good of society. The sin and
wrong is in being quick to see and publish
faults, magnifying them, imagining them,
moeddling with them when it is none of our
business to do g0, and epesking of them
from promptings of envy, resontment, and
rivalry, A slanderous tongue moves a8
natnrally in the eloment of hatred, as afish
inthe water. One who loves his neighbor
a8 hiweelf, and seeka to do unto others ag
ho would they should do unto him, ean
hardly be o slanderor. The mischief of
detraction springs from & mesn, uuloving
by disappointment, fretted by
vy, nrged on by meddlesomeness and
missrable ouriosity. When one with such
a frame goes from honise to house with the
srefuc, “Thoy say, or they do say, but I
on't know how true it is, that this man
drinks,” or, ¢ that man and his wife don't
live very pleasantly together;" or, * that
man dfd not ceme by his money very
honestly ;" or, ‘‘this woman is no better
than she should be"~it is very iprobable
that then a busybody and slandersr is st
work who groatly needs the prayer, ¢ Set
a watoh, O Lord, befors my mouth; keep
the door of my lips.”
