hoeiever, the diflinaion became evident;
the oats on the land fown 'with the pie..
pared feed, was more luxuriant, and on
the zth of July were cut, whila thofe of
the unprepared were not yet ripe.

After the whole was cut, it appeared'.
that the produce of the prepared cight
bu<hels, exceeded thar of the unprepared
by twenty-fix bufhels and a-half; beides
the produce of the prepared feed, excceded
in the weight of its bufhels that of the un-
prepared feed by onc pound and a quar-
ter.

The advantages of the above procels, Ce
fimple in itfelf, being fa manifeft, will no
doubi: excite many perfons to follow the
example.

T HEIF compirative happinefs of the
differcnt il.ations in life, the advan-

tages and ~difadvantages of the varyii.g
c.ndition of hunian focity, arc points
which- have been trequently and fully dif-
culIed. The fubjefecnms not, however,
ta be totally exhaufld ; and che obferva-
tion.1 am going ta imaike is, if I rniflake
not, in a great reafore new.

The fweet flecp of the labouring man,
the rhui< health ofi the village (vain,
have long been fayourite topicki of decla-
mation. Nor has the poet's golden mia,,
the cafe and indïcndence of a handftome
competence, been celebratcd in. firains of
panegyrick lefs (ublinc. Yet will the
apologils of ei"thr of thefe ilations be
fouidindperhaps, inferior in number to the
profctred adniirers of .ealth, of luxury,
of fplendor, and of .ow r.

The lame 'dierntity of.. çpinion takes
place with regard to the progrefs of fo-
ciety. 'he firfi rude age, in which man's
w..hole wants vere fiîpplied by the wild
fruits of the wvoods by the refrcfhing
lre.am, and the hieltering cave, has been
extulled by fonc as the goldcn ara of Ju-
man felicity while ve.iy flep towards
art, induary, and poli'nefs, has' been
confidered as an advanc,e towards depra..
Vation and nifery. - M an in thofe spriii.
twc.Cimes ha«, by others, been rrgardcd
ai hai dly driinguifhed .from, iie itiferior
ansnala ; and att'empts have been made to
2uyljai the perfe&ion o5f our nature,

aOur real happinefs inviably..keep
Pace waLh civilization and refimement of
very kind.

"S (pecious ane the argu ments advanced

on ail fides, .fo equ'tly blended the good
and cvil attendant on each pa,rticular flate,
that the difpafionate enquirer wili find it
extremely ditficuit to give a decifrve pre-
ference to any one.

But, though we do nat allov the hap-
pinefs of the ligher ranksor of the more
advanced flages in fociety, to be at al
fupetior to that of the lowenl flations, or
the mofl uncultivated ages, there is yet,
nethinks, the greateft fatisfaaion in paf-
fing ifron the one 'to the other.
. Let .i be admitted, that neither cafe,
nor affluence, nor al tie foft refinements
of a luxurious age, cari below -folid and
laaing enjoyment. Yet can it not be de..
nied, that every additienal article of con.
venience, every new fpecies of accommo-
dation, brings at leaft in the moment of
its acquintion, new and real pleature
along with it. Famiiarity, itwnbe
[aid, faon begets indifference and infenfi-
bility ; and the man wlho had confidered
a certain change of condition as thé ium-
mit of ail his whihes, finds limfelf not one
jot happier than before. Granted. But
he will experience further gratification in
a tranfation! to further degrees of more fiu-
dicd and-more fefined indulgence. The
inan therefore, who bas moved gradually
on fron the humblel to the iiott exalted
(pher. of ifr, , the people that have ad..
vanaced with rapidity fro.m boabarifm to
high improvement and civilization, have,'
in my opinion, ,taIed of a greater portion
of happinefs than they can poffibly have
done who have remained at any. one point,
be that point fixed where it will.
