Having decided to, concliida for that wurpose this Agreement revising ar
renewing the International Wheat Agreemen~t,

Have agreed as followVs:

Part l-Gpoeral

ARTICLE 1

Objectives

The objetives of ths Agreement are to asure su~pplies of wheat
importing countries and markets for wheat to exporting countries at equitab
and stable prices.

"'Crop-year" means the period from 1 August to 31 July, exceept that
Article VII it means i epect 9of Argenina and Australia the perlod fr0
1 December to 30 Novitmbe, and i r'espect of the United~ States of Ameri
the period from 1 JUly to 30 June.
