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(a) accordig to the needs of ships using them, ports shall be provided
with facilities adequate for the reception, without causing undue de-
~lay to ships, of such residues and oily mixtures as would remain for
disposai from shipa other than tankers if the bitlk of the water had
been separated frein the miture;

(b) oil loading terminais shall be provided with facilities adequate for
the reception of su<ch residues and oily mixtures as would similarly

reai or disposal by tankers;
(c) ship repair ports shall be provided witli facilities adequate for the

reception of such residues and oily mixtures as would similarly
reai for disposal by ail ips eneig foQr reais

(2) Each Contracting Government shall determine which are the ports and
ôil loading terminals in its territories sultable for the I>urposes of sub-
paagraphs (a), •(b) and (c) of paragraph (1) of this Article.

(3) As regards paragraph (1) of this Article, each Contracting Gpyernment
shall report to the Organization, for transmission to the Contractn Govern-
ment concerned, all cases wherpe the failities ar~e allege4 tp be inadequate.
