Mr. Broderick: Canada is not, in most instances, selling the
complete weapon. But in many cases they are manufacturing
components for weapons and for military equipment that go
first to the United States and then for use in these Central
American countries.

Mr. Munro (Esquimalt—Saanich): You have evidence of
that?

Mr. Broderick: I have an article at home in my files that
was written for Today Magazine some years ago about that
called Blood Money.

The Chairman: There is a lot of blood money in Latin
America. We even hear that Israel is selling a lot of arms in
Latin America.
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Mr. Munro (Esquimalt—Saanich): Yes.
I think that does it for me.

The Chairman: I think my colleague and friend Mr. Bosley
may have a question. If not, I had said I would recognize Mr.
Terry Sargeant. As you know, he is the official critic of
national defence matters for the New Democratic Party.

Mr. Sargeant, please.
Mr. Sargeant: Thank you, Mr. Chairman.

I would like to welcome our witnesses, who have come so far
for this meeting this evening. If I am not mistaken, Mr.
Broderick in particular is the same one who has written me on
a number of occasions sending me a lot of information on this
very important subject. I believe you are the same John
Broderick.

Mr. Broderick: Yes.
Mr. Sargeant: Welcome especially.

I have marked off three particular questions I wanted to
pursue a little out of the brief the witnesses presented to us,
but almost in turn Mr. Hudecki touched on one of them and
then Mr. Munro picked up the other one about building
support between the U.S. and the Soviet Union and then Mr.
Bosley in his interjection touched on my question about the
$1.5-million funding. I was a bit interested in your parentheses
that you consider it to be woefully inadequate.

This morning my colleague Bob Ogle asked Monseignor
Dennis Murphy the question of whether he thought that that
was a sufficient amount of money, the $1.5 million increasing
to about $5 million in a few years. Monseignor Murphy
thought it probably would not be a bad amount of money, that
it probably would be sufficient.

I think, though, Mr. Bosley sort of got from Ms Allevato
that comment. You feel that it is woefully inadequate because
you have a bit of a different idea from us what this institute
would do.

Are you very familiar with the Stockholm institute? I think
most of us have in mind for this Canadian institute something
along the lines of the Stockholm institute, which is not an
activist group. It is purely a research group. It is probably the
