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Therefore, your Committee recommend that a similar Joint Committee be 
set up to continue the study of the question during the next session of parliament.

Your Committee furthur recommend that during recess of Parliament, some 
officials be appointed who would be charged with the classification of all the 
material which was deposited with the present Committee or which might be 
received in the interval by the Government, so that such material can be 
presented in an orderly way before the Joint Committee appointed at the next 
session and thus assist the said Committee in their labours.
