AGRICULTURE
COMPLAINT AS TO SEATING AT CONGRESS
MEETINGS

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): Mr.
Speaker, my question is directed to the
Minister of Agriculture. In view of the fact
that some farm spokesmen have complained
that they have been allocated only a minority
of the 400 seats available at the agricultural
congress that is to be held in March, will the
minister consider a reallocation of seats in
order to ensure to farmers the representation
to which they are entitled at a conference
that is going to decide their future welfare?

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Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture):
Mr. Speaker, 175 of the 400 delegate seats
have been awarded to producer groups. I
think the hon. member’s conclusion is unfair,
because of the balance of 225 delegate posi-
tions, 105 have been allocated to the provin-
cial departments of agriculture and the feder-
al Department of Agriculture. In addition, 25
positions have been allocated to the agricul-
tural faculties of universities across the coun-
try. So I do not think that the assertion of the
hon. member is in any way fair.

Mr. Gleave: A supplementary question
which bears upon my previous one. In view
of the statement by representatives of west-
ern vegetable producers that no seats were
given to any marketing board or marketing
commission in western Canada at the
proposed conference, would the minister be
prepared to take a look at this area in par-
ticular and to take whatever measures are
necessary?
