Death Train From Quebec
Was Met by TFhousands' of
- Citizens, Who - Stood With
Bare Heads as Coffins Were
Transferred to Drays Drap-
ed in Black and Taken
Away. ;

For the first time yesterday after-
noon Toronto was brought face to face
with tangible evidence of the Empress
of “Ireland tragedy, when the “Coffin
Train” arrived at the Unien Station
with the bodies of fifteen Salvationists
who had perished in the wreck in the
St. Lawrence channel.. : The scene was
indeed a solemn'one-as the train’ of
death slowly -steamed- into the sta-
tlon. Awaiting its arrival were g
sentatives -of ‘the . Salvation Army
corps"and of thousands . of - ‘citisens
who knew those who had gone to their
death. A dense crowd gathered around
the siding where the coffins were to be
tranafered to the draped drays on
which they were removed.
Every head was bared as the long
train with its silent freight pulled into
the depot. The entire headquarters
staff, headed by Col. Rees, were on the
platform, and with them were many
who desired by their presence to show
their sympathy with' those who had
died. < :
