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eral, Sir John Thompson, on sur-
plusage.

Judge: Oh, well, if you make a
motion I will take it in delibere.

The jury was then discharged,
the prisoner remanded, and the
court adjourned. His Honor is ex-
pected to give judgment before the
end of the century.
