The number of new courts instituted dur-
ing the year 1897 was 458, or an average of
over 38 per month. g

The results of the year's operations in
the financial department are equally grati-
fying, On- the 31st December, 1896, the
surpsus funds- of tie Order amounted to
$2,015,484.38; on the 8lst December, 1897
the figures were $2,558,832.78; thus the in-
crease for the year was $543,348.40,being at
the rate of 26.95 per cemt, The mortuary
premiums collected during the year 1897
amounted to mearly a million and a half
of dollars, the exact figures being $1,462.-
237.71. This was $251,475.92 more ‘than
was received from the same source during
1806. The mortuary benefits pald during
1897 amounted to $817,647.95; the total ana
permanent disability benefits to $43,500,
and the old age benefits to $2,000.00. The
aggregate of these ?ayments was $863,-
147.95, as agalnst $712,007.76 paid during
1896; the increase being $151,640.19. While
these figures standing by themselyes are
exceedingly gratifying; flaey are rendered
even more so when we turn to the ac-
count for management expenses of the in.
surance department of the Order and find
that it was only $171,219.85 for 1897, as
compared with $164,264.36 for 1896, the
rate of increase being only 4.24 percent.;
while the increase in the benefits paid
amounted to 21.28 per cent. The payment
of the above-mentioned benefits absorbed
59.02 per cent. of the gross mortuary pre-
mium  receipts, while $73,111.89 of the
premium receipts (being 5 per cent.) were
devoted to the payment of management
expenses, the balance of the expenses be-
ing derived from general fund revenue and
the profits on supplies sold. The amount
expended in management expenses,
which of course Includes the care of theétold
business, to each new member secured in
the mortuary department was only $5.68,
as against $6.81 in 1896, It will thus be
seen that while in several important par-
ticulars the ratios of income and new busi-
ness secured show satisfactory Iincreases,
there is an equally gratifying reduction in
the ratio of the cost at which the opera-
tions of the Order are being carried on.

The Oidest Schoo! Bovk.

Probably the . oldest copy-book for
home lessons in arithmetic was recemtly
uneanthed in Egypt. The = papyrus,
which was found in excellent condition,
dates from the period about 1700 B.C.,
that is about a hundred years before
the time of Moses, or almost 3600 years
ago. It proves that the Egyptians had
a thorough kmowlédge of elementary
mathematics almost to the extemt of our
own. The papyrus has a long heading
“Directions how to attain the knowledze
of all dark things,” etc. Nnmerous ex-
amples show that their principal operas
tiens with entire units and fractions
were made by means of addition and
multiplication. - Substractions and divis-
jons were mot knowm in thefir present
form, but correct results were obtained
nevertheless, Hquations are also found
in the papyrus, among the examples
given being this one: Ten measures of
barley are .to be divided among 10 per-
sons, in.such a manner that each sub-
sequemt person receives one-eighth of a
measure less than the one before him.
Another example given is: ‘“There are
7 men, each one has 7 cats, each cat has
eaten 7 mice, each mouse had eaten 7
grains of barley. Each grain of barley
woul, if cultivated, have lasted sevem
measures of barley. How much barley
has been lost in that way?” The papy us
also contains calculations cf area, the
caleulation of the area of a circle and
its tramsforma'tion into a square, and
finally, caleulations of the cubic mea-
gurements of pyramids.

Women for the Kiondike,

One of the latest movemants in the
direction of the Klondike, for women,
is the Woman’s Alaska Gold Club,
orgsnized by a young woman _patent
lawyer of Chicago, who is its manager,
and will persenally ccnduct members to
the gold fields. Miss Florence King
is the lawyer, and she is now in New
York, talking with members of the
c¢lub and any one else who may desire
infcrmation upon the subject of roubes,
and more personal matters concerning
iravel in the north. Miss King is :p-
parently well posted in regard to the
conditions of  tne ccunfry which is to
be the goal of the club, and of the
country to be passed tbrough.

‘The first expedition wil start in
Muarch, going from Seattle  direct to
Ccok’s lulet, and later, when the over-
land routes are open, the women go-
ing to Dawson City will start.

- Wheun the germs of the Klondike fever
first begim to be. felt, Miss King mm-
mediatety began - to make - investiga-
tions, and found that rates were nat
given to women becausc it was not
thought that .they werld make satis-
factory recruits. This rather put her
tpon her mettle, and she resolved to go
bergelf if she wished, and take with
her as many women -as eared. to ac-
company her. In speaking of her pro-
ject Miss King saia:

‘““I'here are now about 150 members
of the club. They will average abeut
35 years m age, unu the greater numn-
ber of them come from the small towns
aude country places.. To women in the
c'1y, who are used to all th:
lights, steam heat and hot and cold
water—a trip to Alaska is a’great thing;
where .a' woman - has lived in a
cabin in the west the piospect of sleep-
lilng out .of doors does not frighten

er. -

“The greater number of tke  wonen
are, or have been, in business, and they
appreciate this cpportunity, There may
be scme who will locate cluims ‘and
work their own mines, but I de not
advise this; there is not one woman in
a thousand who “can do it,

“For those whe are interested -pa. ticu-
larly in the mining 1 advise them to
go to Cook’s Inlet and remain on the
Ameri ¢n side. Laws there are more
favorable to women.

“I'he “women who are going to teazh
or go’into some regular business I - d-
vise to go to Dawson City. The great-
er number expect to open hotels or
boarding houses, do hcusework, cook-
ing or anything for which they are fit-
ted. Oh, yes, most of them wiil take
up claims!

“One woman going with us has wo
children, one of four and the other of
two yeprs. Where men have wantel
to go and take their families they have
jcined us. We do not confine ourselves
to women, though it is a2 womans
club.”

In the list of clothing with which gold
pilgrims are expected to supply them-
sclves are mentioned “Plenty mosq iito
retting” and “one wide-brimmed hat
for summer.” The traveiers expect to
find some warm weather,

Jesu’'ts for the Region.

The Rev. J. B. Rene, Apostolic Pre-
foct of Alaska, sailed last week on
tbe  French liner La Gascogne. He is
going to Paris and Rome to obtain from
the heads:of the Society of Jesus, to
which he belongs, at least ten more
assistants for work in the Klondike.
