An Unexampled Scarcity Both in
Hard and Soft Coal in
Toronto,

SCARCITY OF CARS IS THE CAUSE.

Prices Have Advanced and if the
Stringency Continues There Will
Be a Farther Advance.

Toronto 18 on the verge of a coal fam-
jge, There fis an unexampled scarcity
of both hard and soft coal, though the
pinch is spectally felt as cegards the hard
quality, “Chestnut” §s the kind that Is
most generally preferred for domestic use,
Of this quality there is scarcely any left
on hand in the city. Prices have advanc-
ed, and if the stringency of the situation
continues they will still further advance,

Yesterday, with a view to ascertalning
the cause of the unwonted scarcity, The

World interviewed the principal wholesale
dealers in the city. Following are the par-
trculars obtained:

Lack of Trausportation Fnaellities.

“The great difficulty with coal is that all
other freight gets the preference, and if the
roads are crowded with other t'relzht it-1s
‘almost dmpossible to get them to push
coal forward. Prices, too, advanced another
26 cents on Jan, 1. This is 50 cents ad-
vance since there was any change in To-
ronto prices., This advance is on all kinds

of coal,

‘/We have a great deal of other corres-
pondence, fndicative ‘of ghe difficulties
which have existed during the. pust three
months, and which continue to prevail,
but the extracts given serve to illustrate
the: present situation, If the present so
weather continues, and we have no serious
snowstorms for a week or two, the tension
will undoubtedly be greatly relaxed.”

Mr. Noel Marshall’s Views.

The World saw Mr., Noel Marshall, man-
dger of the Standard Fuel Company, who
was just about starting for tne United
States to investigate the coal crisis, He
satd the situation was a very grave one,
and It had induced them to put up the
price of *‘chestnut” 25 cents a ton, dating
from this morning.

Continuing, he added: ‘‘The scarcity of
the chestnut size is.unparalleled in the
hlqtf of the coal trade. One of the
causes seems to me to be that during the
summer coal was so very cheap that people
thought it wouid become cheaper stili, and

were afrald to lay In their stocks. The
smaller sizes being used principally in the
interbor, once the dealers realized that

prices had touched bottom, the quantity re-
guired was greater than could be mined.
Ohis has been the basis of affairs for the
past six weeks, and to-day there is hardly
a ton of chestnut coal in Torciato. The
Americans have advanced the prices of all
plzes 26 cents per ton. However, many of
Toronto dealers, having a fair supply of
other slzes, there will be no advances for
at least a few days other than in chest-
nut coal. The price for this from to-day
will be $5.20 a ton.”
Phe Conger Coal Company,

The manager of this large firm told The
World that the prinecipal reason for the
present scarcity of coal, both hard and
soft, was the scarcity of raflroad cars. Ou
the chestnut size the company would to-day
raise the price 25 cents per ton. The scarc-
ity of this in the market Is owing to the
small proportiow of it that is made at the
breakers, The demand is greater than the
supply, and hemce the advance in price.
