Ald. Spence rose to ask for some in-
formaition.

No notice was taken of the query by
His Worship, and Controller McMur-
rich continued to state that he was in
favor of municipal ownership if he
c;:)uld see it would be a benefit to the
city.

Controller Crane, with much zest,
maintained that there was one class of
citizens to be consulted before the Gas
Company could be bought. That class
was the qualified ratepayers. If they
said, “buy it,” buy it. He was with
the proposition to buy the Gas Com-
pany if the ratepayers were with it.
At present, he was not enthusing much
over the probabilities.

Alderman Hall’s Advanced Idea.

The new man from Ward 6, Ald.
Harvey Hall, was incensed because he
had had some newspaper notoriety
over the gas question. FHe called the
men behind the purchase of the gas
plant “popular wave artists” looking
for something to bring them before
the public. He thought that the pur-
chase of the gas plant would be the
greatest mistake this city ever made,
as, in his opinion, the plant would be
obsolete in the near future. During
the last week he had had offers from
men who claimed they could put in
electric- light in Toronto at less than
the cost of gas at 60 cents per thousand
feet, and these men were willing to go
into competition.. They also said they
could cut in two the prices charged by
the Electric Light Company. He re-
ferred to the various terms discussed
in connection with the purchase of the
gas plant, and asked if there was a
man holding shares in the company
who would not take the perpetual an-
nuity of 10 per cent. As to going on
with the law suit, he was certainly
opposed to that, because, he said, the
law is not always justice. It was a
match between two legal lights, and
the judge was the schoolmaster who

decided which could ell the best
story.
“I am no friend of the Gas Com-

pany, gentlemen,”” he said. ‘T claim
that the Gas Company is the meanest
czar of monopcly in the city to-day.
Put in & competitive plant, I say, and
give the citizens justice. They don't
want law.”

Faith in Mr. Robinson.

Ald. Woods came next. He had sup-
ported the Gas (Company
because Christopher Robinson, K.C.,
had advised thht the city should ac-
cept- it. He had great faith and re-
liance in Mr. Robinson's opinion, there-
fore he thought it was not in the in-
terests of the citizens of Toronto to
purchase the plant. He had visions of
a time when gas would be knocked
out in Toronto by electricity.

Let the City Control,

Ald. Urquhart, after criticizing Ald,
McMurrich’'s bugaboo of blue ruin,
pointed out that by-products of gas
pay for the gas, and it is merely a
cost of distribution of the gas. He
thought there was a better thing than
was shown at present in the by-pro-
{ducts, and in answering Ald. Hall he
believed that the city could get more
satisfaction and better light than from
electricity. In any event Ald. ’rqu-
hart thought the city should’ control
the electric light companies as well
and get all other benefits accruing
from municipal ownership. The people
have voted for it, and it is a principle
to be adopted, the alderman main-
| tained.

Ald. Hubbard took an aggressive
stand toward the motion, its mover
and its supporters. He bunched them
all as the height of absurdity, and
he called the resolution clap-trap and
a talk to the gallery. Further, he
said Ald. Foster had talked cheaply
about the vote of the citizens of To-
ronto, which was not a legal vote. He
indulged in a tirade against newspaper
editors and reporters,

Stoop to such work as others did.
Their articles had an effect outside of
the City Council, and from what they
sald even Tammany would pale into
insignificance with what the outside
people might think of us in regard to
the matter. Ald. Hubbard said the
city would have to amend the act
before anything could be done in re-
gard to buying the gas plant. Any-
| way, tell the ratepayers what it would
{cost and then let them pay it if they
want to.
Sheppard for the Feople.

Ald. Sheppard praised the terms of
| settlement offered the Gas Com-
 pany, but he said he would vote with
Ald.

Neot Taken Seriously.

Ald. Sheppard followed with a mo-
tion, seconded by Ald. Crane, citing

as a bit of sarcasm.

His Worship ruled the preamble out
of order, as he had done with Ald.

The Mayor in reply said that there
had been a lot of misinformation on
that subject, but owing to his peculiar
position he thought it should all come
before the court before it came to the
Council.

Ald. Spence insisted that a full state-
ment of everything should be brought
before the Council. He said Ald.
Sheppard’'s motion to appoint a com-
mittee was plainly a scheme to prevent
the Council from handling any nego-
tiatlons with the Gas Company. Then
Ald. Spence warmed up.

“We want that agreement back before
this Council. We want all the corre-
spondence in connection with it. As
to the suit, I challenge any man pre-
sent to say what we are suing for.

that effect.

Before Ald. Spence’'s motion was
passed, His Worship took the oppor-
tunity to remark that Ald. Spence had
said he would drop the suit. His Wor-
ship sald: “As far as I am ooncerned,
no concessions will be asked. The mat-
ter has gone to Caesar, and to Caesar
it shall go.”

| A Notable Motion.

The motion of Ald. Spence, seconded
by Ald. Foster, which went thru with
out a contrary vote, was as follows:

“That the agreement between the
Municipal Corporation of the City
of Toronto ana the Consumers’ Gas
Company of Toronto, embodied in
report No. 27 of the Board of Con-
trol of 1901, adopted on Dec. 12,
1901, be considered by this Coun-
cil before any further action is
taken thereunder; that copies of all
correspondence with the Gas Com-
pany to date, relating to said agree-
ment, be laid before the Council
along with a statement of all action
taken in court in the suit at present
pending against the said company,
and that His Worship the Mayor
and the city officials be instructed
to stay the execution of the said
agreement until it shall have been
dealt with by this Council.”

Ald. Sheppard's Motion.

Ald. Sheppard’s motion, which haa
been laid on the table, was then voted
upon, and it was also unanimously
carried under the circumstances. As
amended, in regard to the names of
the members of the committee, it read:

“That a committee consisting of

Ald. Urquhart, Spence, Graham,

Lynd, Loudon, rd and Fos-

ter be appointed to consider the pre-

sent position of the suit of To-
ronto v. Consumers’ Gas Company,
and the negotiations had for the
settlement thereof, the advisability
of further negotiations as to this
action and as to the advisability of
the city acquiring the plant of the

Consumers’ Gas Company, and at

what price the same can be Ob-

tained, and what price should be
paid therefor, and to enter Into
such negotiations, if considered ad-

‘visable, and, if not, to consider and

advise what course should be taken,

and to report to the Council the
report with the least possible de-
lay.”

As soon as the gas Tase had been =0
thoroly disposed of, the audience faded
away apparently satisfied.

Morden Not Guilty,

Mack Morden was found not guilty
before Judge McDougall yesterday
aftermoon on a charge of theft, pre-
ferred by the T. Eaton Co. Morden
was employed by the firm for nearly
a year as a salesman (n the clothing
department, but on May 31 last he,was
arrested on a charge of em ling
from his employers the sum of $i7.90,
by a system of falsifying sale checks.
Morden denied the charge. A witness,
on his behalf, testified that altho he
was taken on the staff as No. “E3,”
he had used, on instruction, a sales-
book marked “El1”. It was suggested
that this might account for the short-
age. H. H. Dewart, K.C., prosecuted,
and Messrs. E: F. B. Johnston, K.C.,
and T. C. Robinette, defended the ac-
cused.
