Oct 27—6« gat el Sagouul,
president of tbe Armenian Revolution­
ary Society In London, was murdered 
In the suburb of Nun head last night- 
The crime bee created a sensation, har­
ing been preceded by the aaeaeelna- 
tions of other officials of branches of 
the same society on the continent.

Sagounl, who only returned to Lon­
don yesterday, after settling up the 
affairs of an associate, in Switzerland, 
who waa recently assassinated by sub­
bing, was entering hi» residence when 
a man rushed across the road apd fired 
four abots In quick «accession, the last 
bullet entering the region of the heart.

The only clues to the man to posses­
sion of. the authorities are a felt hat and 
a silver-plated revolver, both made In 
New York, which he dropped In his 
flight

We» Opposed to Violence.
The murdered man, who was a mining 

engineer, became wealthy to the Cau­
casus and devoted bis money to the 
Armenian cause. Hie society was en­
tirely passive end op 
and It la thought 
have Inspired tbe advanced section of 
the Armenians with the desire for 
vengeance, the latter claiming that 8a- 
gouni’s society devoted funds to charity 
which would have been better appllel 
to violent remedies fo» the Armenian 
grievances ,

Sagounl frequently spoke of the de- 
teimlnatlon of the advanced Armenian 
revolutionists to exterminate the lend­
ers of the passive party and for that 
reason be always carried a revolver 
and a dagger-knife. In self defence. The 
Murderer’s shots last night were *0 
rapid that Sagounl was only able to 
draw hie revolver after the murderer 
bad fired three times, and as he tqjned 
to face his assassin Sagounl was shot 
again and fell-

participation In the exposure by the 
editor of a Boston newspaper. Young 
Armenia, of the misappropriation ef 
the funds by a faction of the Armen­
ian revolutionist-, who were alleged to 
have collected *20,000 in America In 
1002 and to have pot the money In 
their own pockets.
