“The C.L.A. are ready and anxlous to
confer ‘with the C.A.A.U. to arrange rules
for tioe government of amateur circles in
Canada.” < .

This n(esaﬁ opened - the way for an
agrecment, and after a long discussion the
following resglution, on motion of Harry
Trihey of the Shamrocks, was adopted :

“That, in view of the statement of the
president of the C.L.A. that they are will-
Ing to enter into conference with the C. A.
A. U. upon the question of membership
and recognition of the ruling of this body,
this wunion take steps to hold a confers
enca with the representatives of the C.L.A.
and the other organizations of the Domin-
fon at present not represented as members
of this union. That, pending such confer-
ence, the suspension made by the board of
governors on June 3 be raised, and that
they be relieved of such suspension until &
teport of the result of such conference has
been received.

“That a committee be now appointed to
take steps to arrange for the necessary
conference with such assoclations not now
represented by this unfon. The motion to
be subject to the consent of fhe trustees,
That in the event of the C.L.A. not agree-
ing to become members of this union, sub-
ject to our regulations, and the Brantford
Lacrosse Club winning the Minto Cup, that
they shall agree to return same to the cham-
plong of the N.A.L.U.”
