PARTS. July 8.—The French war 
office announces air reprisals on a large 
scale conducted by Allied aviators on 
Friday night. Eighty-four machines 
participated and did immense damage 
far behind German lines, even as fa 
as Essen, where the Krupp plant was 
visited.

The statement:
"In the course of a bombardment by 

enemy airplanes in the region of Nancy, 
several bombs fell on a hospital. Three 
persons were killed, two of them chil­
dren and a woman. Four others were 
wounded. It is also reported that 
several were injured at Epernay.

"On the night of July 6. 84 machines 
took the air. Several of these raids 
had as British objectives towns situ­
ated very far in the interior of the 
enemy territory, in reprisal for bom­
bardment against our open towns.

2.560 Kilos on Treves
"Eleven of our airplanes flew over 

Treves, on which they showered 2,560 
kilos of shells. Seven fires broke out. 
one of great violence, in the central 
station. Six other machines bombarded 
Ludwigshafen, doing considerable dam­
age. Among other buildings, the im­
portant Badische aniline factory was 
devoured by flames.

Another of our airplanes, piloted by 
Marechael des Logis Gallois, pushed as 
far as Essen and dropped projectiles on 
the buildings of the Krupp factory.

Environs of Coblenz Visited.
"Military installations in the environs 

of the Coblenz, the Hirson station, the 
railroad west of Pfalzburg and the 
Thionville station were likewise bom­
barded. Another series of operations 
over the enemy lines gave excellent 

Iresults. A fire broke out in the station 
at Dun-sur-Meuse; a munitions depot 
exploded at Bantheville; the railroad 
station at Machault and establishments 
at Cauroy were burned.

"In all, 30,455 kilos of projectiles were 
used. Two of our airplanes have not 
returned.”
