License Looked For,

BUSINESS HANDICAPPED
London Breakfast Food Com­

pany Has Suffered by 
Order-in-Council.

R. K. McIntosh, mana ger of the Bat­

tle Creek Toasted Corn Fla ke Company, 
has received word from Ottawa that 
there will be a meeting of those inter­
ested in the prospective issue of licenses 

1 to cereal firms at the capital early next 
-week. Mr. McIntosh will attend t he 
meeting. It is expected that definite 
word regarding the fate of the local 
cereal concern will be secured from the 
•license committee appointed by the food 
controller.

According to the provisions of the or- 
der-in-cotincil prohibiting the sale of 
cereals and breakfast foods in less than 
50-pound packages, the cereal firms 
wnlch are yet manufacturing breakfast 
foods and distributing them in small 
packages will have to close down en 
December 1 unless the license is secured 
before that time. According to Mr. Mc­
Intosh, the Battle Creek Toasted Corn 
Flakes Company has suffered serious in­
terruptions in its business owing to the 
order-in-council. Grocers who formerly 
were consistent customers now refuse fo 
stock Corn Flakes owing to the danger 
of being suddenly left with a stock on 
hand which would involve a loss.

Suffer From Order.
"We have suffered severely from the 

effects of the order-in-council,” Mr. 
McIntosh said. "Our customers have 
been leaving us, not relishing the risk 
of experiencing a surplus of small 
packages with no outlet of sale. We 
applied for a license to continue busi­
ness as formerly about one month ago, 
and were then promised speedy consid­
eration."

Lieut.-Col. Wm. Splttal, a share- 
holder of the Corn Flake Company, is | 
optimistic that a license will be secur­
ed eventually. He said that the food 

• controller must have inqured into the 
properties of corn flakes before now. 
and cannot fail to see that the corn 
flake Industry Is in the interest of 
food production and conservation.

"We take' raw corn which is for 
the most part used as feed for hogs, 
and make it into a breakfast food. If 
that Is not food conservation $ don't 
know what is. I don’t think the food 
controller will be crazy enough to 
refuse us a license. The Russians got 
rid of a czar, but we in Canada can’t 
get rid of our little czars; there are 
too many of them.”

Cannot Get Members.
It is said that the chief difficulty 

in connection with the granting of 
licenses to cereal firms has been the 
inability of Hon. Mr. Hanna to secure 
competent, disinterested men to be­
come members of the licensing com­
mittee.

Today was "skip day” with all the 
tribunals in the district, none of the 
exemption -boards being alio ted the 
regular 11st. Tne object of the ar­
rangement was to permit the tribunals 
to catch up with work that had been 
adjourned.

Touay all the reserved and adjourn­
ed cases will be disposed of, and when 
the boards start to work again on 
Monday it will be with a clear sheet.

The seven city tribunals have had 
fewer appeals entered against decis­
ions made than have those outside. 
With the list of exemption claims to 
be heard in the city growing smaller 
it is expected some of the cltv tri­
bunals will complete their tasks before 
the end ot next week. They will then 
have nothing more to do until such 
time as another class is called up 
under the military service act*.

Three Months For Baker.
Ten men of Category A appeared on 

the list of cases to be dealt with by Tri­
bunal 186, at Colborhe and St. James 
streets, and the other fifteen men were 
either exempt because they were in 
categories lower than Category A or had 
not been categorized and were ordered 
to report to the medical board.

On Friday W. Webber received an 
exemption of three months on the plea 
of the Neal Baking Company, for whom 
he works as a baker.

is no light matter. There was a merry 
row kicked up in this country once be­
cause certain gentlemen wanted the 
exclusive right to the ballot. In Eng­
land there were several rather inter­
esting episodes over the same cause. 
Were Canada not in a serious way now, 
there would be more than a mere dem­
onstration. The iballot is not the ex­
clusive right of the Conservative party, 
or any other party in London. The 
enumerators, o.r the vast majority of 
them, think that there should be no 
votes given to those who do not see eye 
to eye with them.

Canvass Every House.
The enumerators are canvassing every 

house in some sections of the city. That 
fact was reported to The Advertiser 
by a person who knows. One man in­
formed a Tory worker that everybody 
in his division had been canvassed, and 
he knew how all of them were going to 
vote.

Here is a concrete case. In one sub­
division there are 211 names on the list, 
part one. This gives the names of only 
those who are entitled to vote at muni­
cipal elections. It is the exclusive inale 
list, no women being on it. There are 
no manhood suffrage voters names on 
it The enumerator for this division an­
nounced last evening that he had com­
pleted his worek.

“How many'names have you?” he was 
asked.

"I have 170 names on the list,” he 
answered.

"You don’t mean to tell me that these 
are all the persons, women included, 
who are entitled to a vote at this elec­
tion?” he was asked.

"Well, tha”s all I can find," was the 
response. "1 am sick of the job.”

That is the way the thing is being 
worked. The enumerator in question is 
a rabid Tory partisan of the most pro- 
nounred type. His name is known posi­
tively.

Half Electors Disfranchised.
See how that works out. It means

that probably hatf the electors in that 
subdivision have been disfranchised.

Out of 211 male voters he has 170 
names. Thajt is about 80 per cent erf the 
men. In other words, 20 per cent are 
disfranchised. In addition, all the wo­
men voters are- disfranchised. All tne 
manhood suffrage votes are dis­
franchised.

However, it must not be understood 
that all the women are overlooked. It 
would certainly appear that more than 
50 per cent of the voters In this sub­
division are on - the list. Knowing the 
gentleman who made the list it is a 
sure bet that every Liberal has been 
overlooked. This is one of the most 
barefaced pieces of. robbery in the his­
tory of London. Of course, now that 
the situation is known every voter in 
that division will be notified to get on 
the list through appeals.

"Robbery is a mild term to specify for 
this outrageous conduct. The next move 
they will make will be to instruct the 
deputy returning officers to give ballots 
only to those wno are known to be fav­
orable to the Borden Government,” is 
the way one man put it.

The enumerators are not very careful 
as to the language they use in enforcing 
their opinions on the women in the 
homes they visit.

ized,” said a woman to The Advertiser. 
"We are told that we will not get any 
pensions, that our pay will be cut off, 
and things like that, if we do not vote 
for Borden's government.

summer 38,000 square yards of ash- 
phalt pavement were put down at a 
cost of *76,000, an average of *2 per 
square yard.

certain days, on account of rain or be­
cause the farmer did not supply the 
work, the girls made nothing ahd vet

be given .three hours’ work to do, when 
four girls might have been occupied at 
that work for a whole day. The farmer 
wanted to make one trip to the train 
and consequently took upon himself lo 
employ several workers for only a short 
time. During the rest of the time the 
girls were idle. This sort of labor suits 
the Indian very well, for he works very 
quickly for a short time, earns a little 
money, and then likes to lay off for a 
while. The girls, on the other hand, 
work more slowly, but they are steady 
workers. They are not wishing for any­
thing extraordinary, but they do wish 
for and will have steady employment.

Nine- Hour Stipulation.
"The Oakville district as it wag run 

last year was a ihodel one In this le- 
spect. Here five men had in their em­
ploy 20 girls, and they were kept busy 
all the time, if not fruit picking, th.ay 
were cultivating, weeding, pruning, pest 
'killing, etc. It was found from experi­
ence that they could work a good nine- 
hour day, but that the tenth hour they 
were practically no good. Hence when 
the farmers are approached next year 
a nine-hour day will be stipulated.

"On about the tenth of December the 
Niagara Fruit Growers’ Association will 
meet at St. Catharines, and a delegation 
will go down there to present the girls’ 
terms for next year. It is yet to be seen 
whether they will accept. However, 
from all accounts the growers were to 
pleased with the work of the girls last 
year that they will accept on almost any 
reasonable terms.”
