The Classic tournament, staged last 
week, was not much of a success as far 

0 as the international end of it was con- 
0 cerned.

1 Hightown of Buffalo reached the final 
stage because he drew a bye on the first 
two nights. The Toronto boys, as usual, 
saved the situation by their good work, 
with the Classics carrying off the ma­
jority of -the silver cups. The surprise 
of Saturday evening was the defeat of 
Walter Newton by T. Coyne of the 
Classics In the 125-pound class. Qoyne 
is by far the better boxer, and with 
straight lefts and a wicked right to the 
ihead and stomach more than held his 
own in the first two rounds, but in the 
third Newton crowded in and rushed his 
man all over the ring. Altho Coyne tired 
badly he cleverly avoided any punish­
ment, and with an occasional rally man­
aged to hold his lead and get the de­
cision.

Ottawa, Oct. 31.—There’s a new com­
plexion toda yon the championship race 
of the In-terprovincial Amateur Football 
Union. Both the Ottawa and the Ham­
ilton teams are beck in the champion­
ship race and there is a strong possi­
bility of a two or a three-cornered race 
for the Big Four title. Silver Quilty and 
Ids Ottawa Senators got beck into the 
swim Saturday afternoon at Lansdowne 
Park, when, in the third and last local 
game on the schedule of the Interpro­
vincial Amateur Football Union, they 
defeated Montreal, last year’s champions, 
by the decisive score of 14 to 5. This, 
coupled with • victory of Hamilton over 
the Argonauts, tightened up the strug­
gle for first honors. If the Ottawa» win 
from Argos at the Toronto stadium next 
Saturday, they will be on equal terms 
with the oarsmen, and a play-off will he 
necessary to decide which team shall 
oresent the Big Four in the Grey Cup 
contest. Then, if the Tigers hand Mont­
real a lacing at the West mount field, 
they, too, will be tied.

The Ottawa-Montreal match proved 
good in spots, and ragged In others. It 
waa the fifth straight defeat tor Montreal, 
and on the merits of play they were 
fortunate that they were not shut out. 
In the closing minutes of the match, 
with victory sewed up and the score 
standing 14 to 0, one of the local hacks 
kicked ifito the scrimmage. Harvey 
Dawson grabbed the loose ball and rac­
ed to within a few feets of the Ottawa 
line, where he was thrown into touch. 
On the next two downs, Montreal called 
on Herscovitch and the battering lit­
tle Hebrew athlete crashed over Ottawa’s 
line for £he only points that Montreal 
secured.
