We are constantly hearing the charge
ofi reminiscence hurled broadcast at De-
Koven's music. It is a reproach to a
melody to have.a pedigree; a reproach
which does not hold good in anything
elsey Ninety-five per- cent. of an aver-
age audience do not know that a musical
:work is not original until some ecritic
tel! them so. Reginald- de Koven is al-
waye musicianly, and the principle of
grosithi must be recognixed ; every good
thing in the wvhole realm of literature
or art-is descended from and recalls an
eédrlier guccess. His scores are charac-
terized 'by a mellow lightness and gaiety
teet. bétoken the highest arder of talent,
even if the genmius of it be denieds His
music has carried * Robin Hood " into
ite. fifth season of continuous popularity;
even “ Rob Roy,” so magaificently pro-
duced here three months ago, is not a
rival to the earlier operas; and “O, Pro-
mise Me” will always be sung - even
though most girls think it the work of
Mosti. From a dramatic critic’s stand-
point, and that is the standpoint one
“ instinctively gakes, the libretto of “Robin
Hood " is inférior to the later works of
M. Harry B. 8mith, who has ‘written
the books to all de Koven’s operas, ex-
cept *The Algerian’—namely, *‘ The
Begum,” “Don ‘Quixote,” ‘“‘Robin Hood”
“The Kpickerbockers,” * The Fencing
Maeter,” and “ Rob Roy,” and ie like-
wise pesponsible for librettos written in
eonjusrtion with other composers, not-
ably’** The Tar and Tartar,” and *“Jupi-
der.” ‘ Ropbirn Hood,” out of which he
has made most wmoney, in the second act
degenefates into a mere costume con-
eert. Its humor—and there is a tra-
dition that the librettist exists only
to provide humor—is built around the
bibulous tendencies of man. When a
playwright cannot make a character
éunn{_/ in any other way he makes him

runk.
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A comparison Letween “Robin Hood”
_n.nd. what was announced as its compaan-
ion"work naturaliy suggestq itself. Whila
“Rob Roy” proved to be much stronger
in libretto than the earlier opera; and
stronger in humorous types of charac-
ter, 1t can never rival the idyll of Sher-
wood forest in popular esteem. I doubt
very much if we will have “Rob Roy”
back here for three or four seasonsi as
“Rabin Hood” has been. There was con-
tin too much of the chorus in “Rob
Roy” In “Robin Hood” the lyrics are
uppermost, charming, light and gay. No
one will ever completely forget the
Cinker’s chorus, or the ditty of the Nine
Tailors or half a score of other lovely
numbers, There is ground for the fear
that de Koven is bitten with the virus
of groad opera; “The Feuncing Master”
showed that he was in danger of mak-
ing a fad o! “grand” scenes and thq
music of the Doge’s wedding was highly
successful. In “Rob Roj” we found
about double as many massed effects and
pighty'chorul numbers as are customary
in comic opera; while the music was
strong and dramatic and ite employ-
ment of Scotek themes cannot fail to
strike the auditor with admiration they
palh on one. De Koven can never be
a . Wagner nor #ven a Meyer-
beer, and he has unmistakably shown
that his talent is = altogether lyrical
in its best expression, By long odds the
most delightful things in *“ Rob Roy”
were * Margery, the Tavern Maid,”
“ Robbie, Come S8tir the Batter,” and

the partners struck the happy idea of
drawing on celebrated novels and cele-
brated legends for their themes. Con-
tinuously they have;put the wine of
Western mirth into classic and romantic
bottles. *“Robin Hood” &and “Rob
Roy” - are their chief figures, but
“ Don Quixote”’ and * Tartarin of Tar-
ascon "—the latter put forth without
the assistance of Mr. Smith are equally
famous., Washington Irving’'s ‘ Knicker-
bocker History of New York” should
bave sfforded happy imspiration to both
partners, bu tMr. Dekoven has meérely,
given ms half a dosen sweet, but conven-
tional melodies, and Mr. 8mith has verg-
eddangerously near th emethods of the
variety; show, if all the humor ‘in the
work*®s his. There are scenes in the last
act ‘About as classic as that celeprated
drama; “ Chris and Lena.”

CAPT, DREYFUS'S ISLE.

. The Wild Fever-Inf d Island in the
Tropics to Which the Frenok
Oaptain Has Been
__Exiled.

If you will look at the ‘map of South 5
America you will find near the coast of
French qiuuil a few degrees from
the equator, three small dots marked
““lles de Salut.” Eight months of the
vear they are drenched with a fieree !
downpour of rain, such as is unknown
outside the tropics. Fever, serpents and
savage beasts infest the land. and the
ocean surrounding it swarms with
sharks. In this place Capt. Dreyfus,
who was recently convicted of having
betrayed military .secrets of the
French Government will end his life.
The Iles de Salut are three in num-
ber, and lie in the Atlantic Ocean,seven
miles off the mouth of the Kourou River
and - twenty-five miles northwest of the
city of Cavenne, the capital of French
Guiana. The ln.rEest is the Ile Royale,
which is about three miles long ; the
other two are a trifle smaller and are
called Ile St. Joseph and Ile du Diable.
All three are covered wich dense forests
and are separated from one another by
narrow channels, ;
On one of these islands the French
Penal Administration has located a hos-
ital for the convicts, whose health has
en broken by a long sojourn on the
mainland. One of the islands is inhabit-
ed by lepers who live there in complete
isolation, awaiting the tardy approach
of death to release them from their
miseries. On one of the others a forti-
fled prison will be established, to carry
out to the letter the sentence of the
French Council of War, which decreed
that Capt. us should expiate his
crime by life imprisonment in a fortified
place in a convict colony of France.
French Guiana’s reputation for un-
healthiness is well justified. When, in
1852, the French Government decided to
do away with the galleys at Toulon and
other ports and send the convicts there-
in to the colonies, Guiana was chosen
as the chief place of deportation. The
mortality among the condemned was
terrible. The first arrivals were placed
on the Iles de Salut, and an epidemic of
typhus fever and dysentry broke out
among them almost immediately. Pris-
ons were then built on the mainland.
but there the yellow fever appearsd and
all but destroyed the convicts and their
keepers, In two years a quarter of the
guards were dead and a third of the

1852 to 1868, 23,087 convicts were sent
to French Guiana, of thess 11,486 died,
38,023 were liberated and returned home,
9,815 escaped or disappeared and bus
1,501 remained alive in the eolony.

In 1868 it was decided t deport most
of the common felons to New Caledonia,
which is blessed with a remarkably fine
climate. Life convicts and those espe-
cially dangerous, however, were still
sent to Guiana. Then came the law of
1885 which banished Anarchists and
others convicted of political offences to
Guiana. It seems strange that these
should be sent t? die in that notoriously
sickly place while murderers and other
dnnﬁemua criminals should be deperted
to New Caledonia, where their lives
would be happier than those of the ma-
jority of French peasants.

Statistics show that escapes from
Guiana are frequent among the con-
victs working on the mainland. While
some may elude the vigilance of the

ards and escape into the forast, but
ew ever reach Dutch or French Gui-
ana, for every step of the journey
through the forests is bes~t by unspeak-
able Emgers and privations.

The conviets on the Iles de Salut are
more easily guarded. and escapes are
next to impossible.
