TITLEAt a meeting of the treasury board last 
evening it wae decided to recommend 
that all public work must be sanctioned 
by a two-thirds vote of the council before 
It fa-» be undertaken. This action was 
taken to do away with the recent prac­
tice of taking the vote only when the de­
bentures were issued, which frequently oc­
curred after the work had been started j 
and >as contrary to a standing order. 
Considerable discussion arose on a bill 
amounting to ,$403, submitted by the rec­
order in connection with a suit brought 
by J.,S. McKay against the city. It was 
eventually passed with a reduction oi 
The chamberlain reported the receipts to 
"be $36,331.95 more than for the e&me period 
last year. It was decided to recommend 
that the city take advertising space in the 
standard of Empire. Aid. Baxter occupi­
ed the chair and Aid. Frink, Kelley, 
SprouL Rowan and Yanwart were pres­
ent with the chamberlain, comptroller and 
common clerk.

The chamberlain called attention to .a 
standing order of the council passed in 
1890, that no public work should be un­
dertaken or contract entered into before 
the issue of debentures had been approved 
of by a two-thirds vote of the council.

! He referred to it, he said, bècause of re­
cent instances in which contracts had 
been signed and work proceeded with be­
fore the vote on the debentures had been

4.Id. ÿnqk said in the case of any large 
expenditure he was personally in favor of 

/permitting the electorate vote on it. He 
had never yet known a member of the 
council to 'vote against a debenture issue.

St. Stephen, N. B., Sept. 3.—The lib­
eral Conservative convention met in the 
Curling Rink this afternoon at 3 o’clock.

The Duke of Alba is the direct des­
cendant of a king, but he does not stand 
in such -clomparatlvefy close proximity 
to a throne as does the Duke of the 
Abruzzi, who is to wed Mias Katherine 
Elkins this autumn. Nevertheless, he is 

of the greatest grandees of Spain, 
his his own fortune, doesn't strictly need 
an American heiress, albeit he would find 
the fortune of Miss Townsend conven­
ient, and can open to his bride 'the most 
exclusive circles of the world's ‘society. 
Miss Townsend is the sole heiress to 
two fortunes—-one /torn her father, the 
late Richard Townsend of Philadelphia, 
and the other from her mother, who 
Miss Scott of Erie and Washington. The 
social distinction of the family comes 
from the Townsends, who are an old 
and eminent family in Philadelphia; the 
millions come in about equal shares from 
both sides.

Turning his head, Jordan threw up the 
of the trunk and then sank back on 

hie knees, burying hie face in hie hands 
and sobbing.

Sergeant Crowley staggered back aghast 
at the disclosure, for the open trunk dis­
closed a horrible mass of hacked flesh, a 
woman’s torso filling the greater part of 
the trunk, while, chopped up pieces of 
flesh from other parts of the body 
stuffed into the comers, the entire in­
terior of the trunk befog spattered with 
blood. There was no clothing of any sort 
over the body.

Turning to Jordan, who was on the 
floor, his face ashen white and 
cle in his body quivering, Officer Crow­
ley said:

“You are under arrest.”
Jordan submitted without protest to 

the handcuffs and was led to Station 3 
and locked up. Giving his name and ad­
dress he declared the body in the trunk 
was that of his wife and appeared perfect­
ly willing to tell the officials everything 
concerning the case that they desired.

For more than four hours tonight, Jor­
dan was closeted with the police officials 
of Boston and Somerville, and time after 
time, it is said, went over the horrible de­
tails. ,

While professing that he was in a dazed 
condition when the crime was committed, 
by the clearness and concisiveness of his 
tale it eeemed apparent that whatever 
preceded the actual killing, the most care­
ful plans were laid for the disposal of the 
body and the covering up of the crime.

Chester Jordan’s story of the murder, 
which was given the officers, was substan­
tially as follows:

He stated that he was married in bep- 
tember, 1904, to Mrs. Honorah Eddy, 
whose maiden name was O’Reilly and 
whose home, was in Somerville. He did 
not know who his wife’s first husband 
was or what had become of him. The 
couple went on the vaudeville stage, Mr. 
Jordan taking the part of a tramp, and 
his wife that of a nurse, in a sketch. 
They went first to Butte (Mctot.), four 
yeare ago, but remained only i three or 
four weeks, as the climate did not agree 
with them. Later they went to Chicago, 
and appeared in some of the smaller thea­
tres there, remaining three months. 
About three years ago they returned to 
Somerville and took the lower apartment

Mrs. Jordan, according to her husband, 
had taken to drinking of late and, he 
claims, was associating with other men 
and he became jealous. It was in a 
jealous quarrel Tuesday night last that 
the trouble started which ended in the 
death of his wife.

Jordan declares that his wife struck 
him first and that he then knocked his 
wife down and was terrified to find that 
he had killed her. This happened at 7.30 
o’clock Tuesday morning.

Fearing discovery of his crime he con­
ceived the idea of cutting the body up. 
taking it away on one of the steamers 
and throwing the parts overboard and 
then reporting to the police the fact that 
liis wife had left him.

Jordan, according to his alleged con­
fession, while in a daze over the awful­
ness of his deed, went out and bought a 
butcher’s heavy cutting-up knife. With 
this and a hack-saw. he severed the hsad Scotlish. tiaw. -
