:fvnomuy understood, but it is a question
f there is anything like a correct public
- gonception of the closeness with which
the great financial interests of Europe
and the United States are at present al-
lied.  Last week’s information conceri-
ing ‘the next Japanese loan constitutes a
striking example. The issue, it. appears,
is to be brought out simultaneously in
three countries, being divided up practi-
cally equally between New York, ndon
and Berlin.

An even better illustration is to be
found in the movement of foreign capital
to the United States as reflected in the
turn in exchange in our favor. It is a
mistake, however, to hastily form the
conclusion that the foreign capital at
present . flowing into New York is being

- attracted exclusively by the higher level
of money. For some e past the lead-
ing British financial jourgals have recog-
nized the fact that the commercial out-
look in this country is such as to offer
large inducement to capital wherever it
is situated, and the London Statist has

! recently gone so far as to say that in-

! ‘dustrial enterprise and railroad  develop-

: ment in the United States has come to a

. point where progress cannot be made ex-
cept through the help of the capital of
outside countries. It may be taking an

, extreme view of the case, but it is at

. least ' an indication that the foreigners
believe that there is a great chance for
the profitable investment of funds in this
country. And that this belief exist® not
only in the minds of theoreticians but
in the minds of those who back up their
opinions with investments, is shown by
the recent heavy forei participation in
several of the new ues, notably the
ten millions of new ; telephones bonds
which it was announced last week had
been placed abroad. ]

This placing of foreign capital with us,

mot only for a three or six months’ use |h

in the money market in New York, but
for long-term investment, is attracting
particular attention in view of fhe reé-
«cently issued figures of the country’s for-
«eign “trade for February and the preced-
ing seven months. When the ﬁ?m came
out a week or ten days ago they occa“
sioned too much discussion to require
further comment at present. Taken as a
whole. however, the statement throws an
interesting sidelight on the probable ex-
tent of the flow of Europban capital to
this side. The great feature of the
eourse of our foreign commerce since the
fiscal year began has, of course, been the
dwindifng of the favorable trade balance.
For February the excess of exports was
but slightly more than five million dol-
lars, while during the eight months
since the first of last July the balance of
trade in our favor is $144,000,000 less
than it was in the corresponding period
of the last fiscal year. z
The fact that in the face of this ten-
dency of imports to increase to such a
voint as° to practically wipe out the
trade balance. exchange has been stead-
i1y declining when the seasonable move-
ment would be toward the gold export
level. shows how other counteracting in-
fluences, such, for instance, as the loan-
ing of Furopean capital in this market,
are at work. It may be in the form of
purchases of our old securities, or of
participation in our new issues, or sim-
Py 1n tHe loaning of funds on time, Mut
whatever the source, . it is a fact that
there has been a great volume of ex-
change available of late and that this
supply does not spring from commercial
sources Finance bills and security bills
thave been more in evidence lately than

they have been in a very long time.
Such a movement of capital irom Eu-

going on during the past month would
in itself be sufficient to account for the
fall in exchange on London and the con-
tinental financial centres, but the im-
mediate cause must be taken as the high-
er level of money rates. For a period ex-
tending from
present month, money, it will be recol-
lected, ruled bLelow two per cent. practi-
caily the whole time. In December, it is
true, there was a temporary rise of five
per cent., but it lasted only a few days.
The present rise, therefore, comes after
an exceptionally long period of very cheap
money, and its eflect especially as re-
!gards the attraction of foreign capital
}are naturally all the more pronounced
for this reason. At the first sign of ac-
tivity in the money market exchange be-
gan to weaken and with the subsequent
rise in money, comparatively slight as it
has been, the sterling quotation has fal-
len tu a point which is quite as unusual
for the present season as were the high
rates which prevailed all through the
crop-moving months in the end of last
ear, when we should normally have been
mporting gold, 7

That money cannot rise appreciably
above its present level without attracting
floods of foreign capital is the principal
thing" which has been brought to light by
the recent course of the exchange mar-
ket. Indeed, the opinion has been very
freely expressed that should there be any
material advance in money, gold would
begin to flow back from Europe, as ﬂﬁ
flowed across the ocean when rates in t!
foreign markets were above our own and
preparations were being made to float
the last Russian bond issue.

Predictions of gold imports, however,
though suggested by the course of ‘ex-
change, are somewhat premature when a
broad view is taken of the present situa-
tion. It is only in the opinion of the
most optimistic that we are out of the
woods so far as the complicated foreign
financial situation is: concerned. Undoubt-
edly we are nearer peace now than we
ware before Kuroptakin was defeated, but
in view of the uncertaimties of Russia’s
financial position and arrangements, it
seen.s very improbable that the only
markets which can afford her aid and will
eventually be compelled”to do so if only
from motives of self-protection, will
willing to let go any considerable part
of the'gold which they accumulated for
this very purpose. - Money may be easy
in Europe and higher here, but it will be
necessary to see excnange go a good deal
lower than it is now befors we can hope
to draw upon the carefully protected sup-
plies of foreign gold.

because it will be difficult for us to draw
old from abroad under existent condi-
ions, it will be difficult for us to avail
of our foreign credit in case money rates
ere keep going up, instead of falling
back as it seems to be generally expected
they will do. The anxiety of foreign
bankers to put out fumds in this market
has been too much of a feature of the
situation of late to requuire further com-
ment, and as to the unfavorable effect on
our ‘‘foreign credit balance’’ of the re-
cord-breaking import movement, it must
be borne in mind that this has been coun-
terbalanced by the amount of foreign
money which has been and is still finding
investment in our securities. Furthermore
we are exceptionally well placed to with-
stand the effect of our diminishing trade
balance, for our foreign floating indebted«
ness, its contraction a result of the long
period of easy money here, is smaller
now than it has been in a very long

time.

Tre ability to borrow is, however, but
a negative recompense for the cutting
down of our favorable merchandise balance
abroad. It is a comfortable thing to be
able to avail of almost unlimited credit,
hut after all, loans have to he paid for
some time, and securities purchaged by
Europe are apt to be resold. Fxcess of
merchandise exported is gain and repres-
ents credit, and in view of the extent of
foreign holdings of our securities for
which we have annually to remit interest
and dividendsi it is necessary to keet in-
ternational exchange from being unfavor-
able to us. Tt is to be hoped, therefore,
that the February shrinkage is due to
the technical conditions to which it has
been generally ascribed and that succeed-
ing monhs will show the trade halance
restored to the point at which foreign
loans and foreign investment in our se-
curities will be unnecessary to even up
the scale.

ADVANCE IN CARPETS. .

Among the recent commodities to come
mnder the influence of market shortages
are carpets. The long expected has hap-
pened, and during the last few weeks,
manufacturers in gland and the Unit-
ed States have advanced their prices. The
high price of raw material is probably
the cause of this. Prices on wool are

" particularly stiff, with the supply all too
scant, and shortage in jutes may affect
the prices of oilcloth and linoleum as
well. New York and English houses re-
port very large sales during January,
when it was whispered that prices might
be advanced. In St. John it is said the
large dealers got in just before the jump.
Still this is no guarantee that old prices
will be maintained throughout the sea-
.son, for goods bought from the manufac-
turers after this date will be subject to
the new .rates.

BANK CREDIT.

Statements on Which Accom
modation Should Be Based
---Value of Clear Analysis.

James G. Cannon, vice-president of the
Fouth National Bank of this city, who
was one of the first bankers in the Unit-
ed States to point out the necessity of
credit departments for banks, in speaking
on ‘““‘Bank Credits’’ at the recent conven-
tion of the New Jersey Bankers’ Associa-
tion at Atkantic Cily made these points:

‘It is becoming evident to students of
financial affairs that there is a gradual
change of method in the buying and sell-
ing of commercial paper from that which
obtained in former times. Borrowers no
longer confine themselves to one place,
but go where funds can be procured to
the greatest advantage. Merchants in the
smaller
borrow money, and bankers in smaller
cities go away from home to procure in-
vestments. Often bankers do not feel
that they can break the rate locally, but
it frequentiv happens that they will send
to the large money centres and buy the
paper of their home merchants at a low-
er rate than they would feel that they
could take the note for direct. One-
eighth percent will take many a business
man from home for his accommodation.
The prm:'.'ice is growing for the banks in
larger cities to buy commercial paper for
their correspondents, and in the face of
these changes in method it becomes more
and more imperative for bankers who
handl!e commercial paper, and who are
located in the large money centres, to be
fully informed in the widest measure up-
on the credit of borrowers.
| ‘““The cornerstone of credit science may
|be said to be the requiring from borrow-
ers of statements of the conditions of
Itheir affairs. This has now*® become an
|accepted custom in tne relation between
banks and borrowers on commercial pap-
jer. It has come to be recognized that
"the practice is of value to both the bauk
land the borrower, and this may be con-
| sidered the reason for its success. Fur-
thermore, the making of statements of-
ten times renders concerns themselves
aware of weaknesses in their methods of
operation, financial practices and resulls
of business. The banker, having u  sub-
stantial intgrest in the success of the bor-
rower, mdw*frequently give wholesome ad-
vice or timely warning from his wide ex-
perience in commercial affairs and his
foresight in monetary matters.

I wish to make clear my conviction
that a statement which is not submitted
to analysis is a menace. Because, first,
if errors have been made, if lack of judg-
ment on the part of the management of
the concern has heen shown which is not
brought to the attention of the borrow-
er; if reckless methods have been indulged
in or any dishonesty has been practised,

The victim of another still remembered
ocean mystery was the President, a fine|
vessel, which was expected at Liverpool, |
in March. 1841. March passed and Liv-'
erpool saw nothing of her. ' The long de-
lav in her arrival caused great anxiety,
and the wildest rumors began to be cir-
culated. On April 18 news came that
her engines and rudder had been disabled
in heavy weather and that she had put
into Madeira for repairs, and there nat-
urally. followed a reaction from gloomy
forebodings to transports of joy. The |
vessel was expected at T.iverpool on a
certain day, and her arrival was await-
ed by hundreds of people who had friends
ahoard, but she never came and it was
found that the storv of her arrival at
Madeira was a heartless Hoax. All the|
time the ill-fated vessel was at the bot-
tom of the sea.

On Nov. 80, 1888, a large vessel was:
seen from the beach at Deal, sailing to-
ward the Goodwin Sands. She was a
fair pictuge to look on, and she moved
over the waters with her stately spread
of sails. But as the eyes of the watch-
ers followed her she was seen to pause,
and within a few seconds she vanished
utterly from their view. What caused
this tragieally sudden disappearance of a
statelv ship? That {is another of the
courtless secrets which the ocean has in
its jealous keeping. -
