10 END WAR'IS FIRST CALL

Is It Not Part of Recruiting
Trouble That Business is so
Good That Men Fail to Grasp
Real Gravity of the Situation ?

(Maritime Merchant.)

Business? What will our ousiness be
worth if the Germans win in this war ”

A St. John merchant asked this ques-
tion at a meeting of a group of citizens
who were discussing a recruiting cam-
paign and the relation of business men
to the work. One day last week a hun-
dred leading ditizens met by invitation
to have the whole situation laid before
them by one who had come from Eng-
land and France, and knew much more
about it than those who merely read
the meagre press reports. The meeting
was held in the Board of Trade rooms,
and the printed form of the invitation
was such as to arrest attention and put
straight up to each man the fact that
something depended on what he was
prepared to do to aid in the recruiting
campaign. As one man put the case:
“How cam you expect other men to
come forward and put their lives in
jeopardy if you appear to be indifferent
to the whole matter?” The application
of business methods on a larger scale
than before to the task of filling up the
ranks of the battalions has resulted
from the vigorous efforts of a féw earn-
est business and professional men, and
much more satisfactory results are an-
ticipated

A Business View.

The problem of getting recruits for
oversea service was engaging the atten-
tion of G. E. Barbour, of G. E. Bar-
bour Co., when the “Merchant” repre-
sentative called upon him last week. Mr.
Barbour was a member of a recruiting
committee, meeting daily in the Board
of Trade rooms, and the chairman of one
of its sub-committees. This involved
thought and work, for recruits of the
right sort were not coming forward as
rapidly as the effort put forth would
seem to lead the committee to antici-
pate. The sub-committée of which Mr.
Barbour was chairman had been asked
to make arrangements with mill and
factory owners to have Sergt. Knight of
Halifax and others address their em-
ployes during working hours, in the
hope of getting some of them to enlist.

“I must say,” said Mr. Barbour, “that
our reception by employers was a very
pleasant surprise and shows how deeply
most men are thinking on-this subject.
I had rather expected a cool reception,
since what we proposed might disorgan-
ize an ‘employer’s - working staff; but
everywhere we . were assured at once
that an opportunity would be given, not
in the dinner - or_after work, but in|
the employer’s time during the morning
or afterncon, tp: adress the men. The
very first manufacturer we approached
not only said that he would co-operate
with us, but he would be willing to give
financial assistance to men enlisting, and
keep their places for them .on their re-
turn. In short, the spirit displayed by
the large employers of labor was alto-
gether admirable.”

And yet the situation was not wholly
satisfactory, for there seemed a lack of
personal interest on the part of many
merchants and other business men in
the recruiting meetings. In casting about
for a reason for this attitude, and after
a conversation with one gentleman who
dwell upon the importance of keeping
his own business going briskly, Mr. Bar-
bour asked this question:

“Is it not part of our trouble that
business is still too brisk, and times too
good for us to'grasp, as we should, the
real gravity of the situation, and the
necessity for putting forth the utmost
efforts to aid in bringing the war to an
end as quickly as possible? The chief
business of Canada at the presnt time
should be to prosecute the war. The
sooner it ends in victory the better for
every branch of business. This, mind
you, is merely fromethe cold business
standpoint. There are other and much
higher considerations, but I am speak-
ing now as a business man regarding the
purely business aspect of the case. Every
business man, as such, has a vital inter-
est in the ending of this
quickly as it can be done.”

More than a third of the staff of Vas-

STORM SWEEPS STUTHERN
PORTION OF ROV

Fisherman Suffer Loss of Boats aad
Wiers—Gale Accompanied by Raia
Storm Does Much Damage

From St. John to Grand Manan, re-
ports have been received taat small craft
were carried away from their mooring
and flung up on the beach; that weirs
and poles were carried away;. that nets
and other gear were ripped and torn
from their fastenings by the terrific
gusts of wind that prevailed, :

Rain squalls of considerable import-
ance accompanied the gales and the total
rainfall for St. John city was recorded
as .95 inches,

The velocity of the wind fere was
from 86 to 48 miles per hour during the
day; but a marked abatement occurred
in the evening and at 9 o’clock last night
the velocity was 24 miles per hour.

The southwesterly gale caused some
trouble in the ‘harbor. A large scow
owned by the Maritime Dredging
Company broke adrift from her mooring
at No, 1 pier and was carried up the har-
bor. The power boat Alto took her in
tow. before any damage was done.

The tern schooner Edward = Stewart
dragged her anchors and was towed to
No. 7 berth. Fishing gear was blown
from Rodney wharf and was recovered
with difficuity.

At McLaren’s beach owners of boats
pulled them far up on the béach in an
effort to keep them from being carried
away. The heavy seas played havoc
with the weirs. -

reported damaged by the huge comb-
ers, Two dories were also cast up on the

per Harbors were also reported to have
suffered considerable loss as a result of
damage to their weirs,

At Welchpool, Campobeilo, the gale
caused a tremendous sea and several
small craft were cast up on the shore.

On the river the storm made itself felt,
Several boats which left the Power Boat
Club in the morning were unable to re-
turn at night owing to the danger of
‘beirig swamped. It was also reported
that some motor boats had been cast
ashore by the wind and surf.

Long distance messages from Chatham
and Fredericton told of the heavy down-
pour of rain.
