The razing of a third building in 
Mill street, purchased some years ago 
by the Dominion government for new 
yard facilities in anticipation of a mod­
ern trainsbed, is conveying some idea 
of the plans on paper at Moncton for 
the clearing up of the old structures, 
levelling of the yard space, laying of 
tracks and general improvement of the 
property. ,

Three new stretches of trackage 
have been laid during the last five or 
six weeks. These will provide accom­
modation for possibly 100 extra freight 
cars during the winter rush and will 
pack solidly a space formerly used by 
the old grain elevator site, etc., extend­
ing almost to the street line and filling 
out a gridiron of seven or eight dis­
tinct stretches on the northern side of 
the depot.
