STEAMER WRECKED
ON SCOTTISH COAST

Was Md For ‘Montreal—
Crew Climb Cliffs to
Safety

PETERHEAD, Scotland, Nov. 2.—
Going ashore in a dense fog early yes-

terday the British steamer Cairavon,’

5245 tons gross, owned by the Cairn-
Noble company, of Newcastle, Eng-
land, on a trip from Leith, Scotland, to
Montreal, is a total wreck on the rocks
about half a mile south of Buchan
Ness, Aberdeenshire.

The majority of the crew were asleep
and when the vessel went ashore they
hurriedly put oilskins over their night
clothes and ran on deck. A heavy
sea pounded the steamer on the rocks.
Just before she broke in two the mem-
bers of the crew succeeded in reaching
the rocks from the bow by means of a
rope ladder. Four of the seamen then
scaled the dangerous cliffs and obtain-
ed ‘a cliff ladder from a coastguard
station in the vicinity, enabling them to
rescue their comrades.
