After darkness no ship will be allowed
within the prescribed area, which lies
between the coasts of Norway and Scot-
land, and any vessel finding itself there
half an’ hour after sunset must anchor
in accordance/ with the admiralty’s di-
rections. The regulations include strict
rules’ affecting all except warships en-
tering and leaving the ports of north-
eastern Scotland, as well as the Orkney
and Shetland islands.

The vast barrier, which seems to have
been over-estimated in extent in earlier
reports, is now. said to cover approxi-
mately.

ALLIANGE RENEWED

Speculation As To Effect on Mili-
tary Events and Materialization
of Mittel Europe Policy—Signs

of Jealousy and Suspicion

London, May 15—The recent meet-
ing of Emperor Willlam of Germany
and Emperor Charles of Austria is of
absorbing interest to the British public.
There are two viewpoints which appear
in the comment on the meeting, one as
to the immediate result of the conference
and the other as to its future result, but
both are of paramount importance.

The first is the effect which the meet-
ing is likely to have on military events,
whether another great blow at Italy may
be expected to coincide with the daily
anticipated renewal of the onslaught at
the Anglo-French front; also whether
Austria can be persuaded to send troops
to the western front to strengthen ex-
hausted German divisions.

The more distant outcome of the meet-
ing and it§ cementing of a political and
economic defensive alliance of the Cen-
tral Powers is a realization that eventu-
ally must be faced in the materializa-
tion of the Mittel Europe policy, and it
is argued that if this is accomplished,
the neutral reply of the Entente nations
would be the placing in operation of the
resolutions calling for economic pressure
against Germany, known as the Paris re-
solution, because it is contended that
only by the strongest economic pressure
could the Entente deal with the greatest
unit of power ever known in the world’s
history.

Zurich, Switzerland, May 15— A
Vienna despatch says that a new Austro-
German alliance has been fixed for a
period of twenty years. It includes a
military convention, and provides for the
closest economic and customs ' relations.

London, May 15—At the meeting of
Emperor William and Emperor Charles,
the Daily Chronicle says, apparently a
step was taken toward formally defin-
ing and recognizing the subservient re-
lations of the Dual Monarchy toward
the German Empire.

“An independent Austria-Hungary,”
the newspaper adds, “is impossible,
chiefly because not one of .its constitu-
ent nationalities wants it. The Austro-
German and Magyar dominant minorit-
jes ruling over Slav majorities do not
want any dependent monarchy, but a
monarchy dependent on Germany which
can help them maintain their unnatural
position.

“On the other hand, the Cazechs-Slov-
aks and Jugo-Slavs do not want a dual
monarchy in any form, independent or
otherwise. @~ They want independent
Czech-Slovak and Jugoslav states.

Between these two schools any at-
tempt by Emperor Charles to reassert
the independence of the Hapsburgs is
doomed to fall helplessly. Furtive offers
from him to the Allies of the kind of a

{peace he would like to make hgve the

same - significance as would belong to
similar offers made from Munich and
Dresden,

“Meanwhile, we do well to realize that
all attempts whether in enemy camps
or in our own, to trade on the idea of
Austria-Hungary as a separate power
are profoundly deceptive. ‘Austro-Hun-
garian independence, is a phrase which
has only one value, namely, camouflage
for German sovereignty over Central
Europe.”

Fearful Treatment Of
- *People by Huns

WHOLE VILLAGES PLUNDERED

One Was Bombarded When
Money Demanded Could Not
Be Paid—Pesple Flogged With
Whips or Cut To Pieces With
Swords

London, May 15—According to Reu-
ter’s Limited, a Russian government
wireless despatch received here yesterday
reveals the full horror of the German
atrocities in the occupied regions of
White Russia. It says that trustworthy
witnesses, who produced documentary
evidence, told of the violence of the
pogroms and of the tortures, executions
and savage methods of dealing with the
working classes, as well as the plunder-
ing and burning of Russian villages by
German detachments,

“In the Bonrinsta district,” the de-
spatch says, “entire villages have been
set afire and plundered. In the village
of Buda, a Uhlan patrol extorted a con-
tribution of several thousand rubles and
when the peasants had paid part of it
and were unable to pay more, the Uhlans
surrounded the village and bombarded it.

“In other villages, peasants,- women
and children, who endeavored to escape
from fires were pursued by Uhlans and
cut to pieces with swords or flogged with
whips. 'In one village an old Jew was
first flogged and then hanged in the pres-
ence of all the villagers. ' Most savage
acts were perpetrated in Jewish villages.
All persons suspected of belonging to
the Bolsheviki and those in military uni-
forms were immediately shot.

“A - further group of facts concerns
violenee done by the White Guards, allies
of the German authorities, to the Russian
inhabitants of Finland, especially at Vi-
borg. Even twelve-year-old children
have been shot. At Viborg one witness
saw 200 corpses, mainly Rusisan officers
and . mere school boys. According to
other witnesses more than 600 persons

ofndon, May 15—The Swedish. news-
paper Dagenshyter contains an article re-
producing statements made by a French
officer who was in Tammerfors, Finland,
at- the time of its capture by the White
Guards.

This officer said definitely that all Rus-
sians were taken out of the ranks of the
prisoners and summarily shot, without
trial or inquiry of any kind, and that he
‘himself saw about sixty Russians put
to death in this way. He had been in-
formed that warning had been issued be-
forehand of the treatment which would
be accorded Russians found fighting with
the Red Guards. *

The Social Demokraten of Stockholm
observes that no blame attaches to the
Finnish ' people for their insufficient
knowledge of international law, but that

STATEMENT ON EXPENSES
OF SIR CHARLES  FITZPATRICK

Qitawa, May 15—In the House of
Commons this mornirg Sir Robert Bor-
den read a statement dealing with a vote
of $2,600 to cover the expenses of Sir
Charles Fitzpatrick in connection with
the sitting of the privy council.

For the fiscal years 1918-1914 and 1914~
1915, the vote was $2,600 each year for
traveling expenses for Sir Charles in at-
tending sittings of the privy council. In
the first fiscal year mentioned, no claim
was made and there was no payment.
In 1914-1915 the amount was paid as
Sir Charles attended sittings of the privy
council in August and September 1914.
" In 1915-16, the vote was “special al-
lowance to Sir Charles Fitzpatrick to
cover expenses in connection with the
Jjudicial committee of the privy council.”
Claim was made for this amount in
monthly installments by the department
having charge of the vote, “and as at-|
tendance at the sittings of the privy|
council as a necessary condition of pay-
ment being omitted the claims were al-
lowed as in other cases of special allow-
ance.” In 1916-17, the amount was paid
for the same reason as in 1915-16.
